Motion made by Seeley, seconded by Dushane, to approve LOSAP Investment Policy Statement for the Village of Catskill 2015.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Seeley, seconded by Paolino, to approve the removal of Albert Kastner from the active list, as he has moved to Hudson and re-joined the Hudson Fire Department.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Ariel Herman spoke to the Board with regard to the Pilgram Pipeline proposed to run along the NYS Thruway from Albany, NY to Linden, NJ and back.  There will be 2 pipelines, one going south/north and one going north/south.  Ariel is hoping to have the County, Town, Village, and Village Water Department all on board to fight said proposal.  She is also looking for Resolutions from each municipality as well as Resolutions specific to the water/sewer lines.  Trustee Seeley was going to attend the Town Board meeting scheduled for August 2nd.  Ms. Herman also said that there should be a ‘scoping’ meeting soon, and all are encouraged to attend.  Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Bagshaw, to move forward with Resolution opposing the Pilgram Pipeline, once proper language for Resolution has been incorporated thereto. Request from Angela Lepore-Tubbs, NYSDMV-Albany Motor Vehicle Office asking for utilization of a section of the Dutchman’s Landing Park’s parking lot to conduct CDL road tests accessing the area 2-3 days a week between 8AM and 5PM, Monday through Friday.  Motion made by Paolino, seconded by Dushane and Seeley, to DENY said request.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Letter from 704 W. Main Street regarding water/sewer bill issue.  The reason some of sewer will be forgiven is that Trustee Seeley saw the open water spout and can attest to water not going down sewer.  Motion made by Seeley, seconded by Dushane, to forgive partial sewer use on said property.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Trustee Paolino said the Town of Catskill sent a letter with regard to Fire Contract discussions, and would like to move forward with same.
