Motion made by Trustee McCulloch, seconded by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Chewens, to approve Department reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Dushane, to approve placement of Heather Boler, Reggie Ward, Shane Bremiller, Antonio Caniano, and Nicholas Birk on the active roster for the Catskill Fire Company.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Presentation by Nina Skalansky of Catskill Action Team ‘CAT’.  Ms. Skalansky gave an introduction of what the Catskill Action Team is about and what they are trying to achieve for the Village of Catskill.  CAT is basically a group of volunteers campaigning the beautiful assets that the Village of Catskill has to offer for businesses and for residences.  Ms. Skalansky presented various videos highlighting the assets of the area.  Said videos/campaigns can be viewed on Facebook and on YouTube, and people are encouraged to share said videos and get them out to the public.  President Seeley expressed his encouragement for the group and stated that there is great energy for this project.  The group stated that the do need funding for their advertising.  Any donations would be greatly appreciated.

Rob Shannon of Liberty Street addressed the Board regarding the issue of miscellaneous signs on telephone and utility poles.  His concern is that no one removes said signs and they are unsightly.  The Board stated that said signs are supposed to be removed by the person putting them up.  It is an ongoing issue in the Village.  

Liz LoGiudice, Natural Resources Educator, of Cornell Cooperative Extension, addressed the Board with regard to the Hudson River Estuary Watershed Resiliency Project.  Said project is an effort to reduce the impact of severe flooding which has been becoming an issue lately due to the weather impacts the Northeast has had.  Ms. LoGiudice wants to inform property owners along the Catskill Creek as well as municipalities which are developed along waterways, about post-flood mitigation management.  Mr. Bill Nechamen of NYS DEC is holding Floodplain Management seminars in July; 7/17/2013 at E. Fishkill Town Hall, Hopewell Junction, as well as 7/25/2013 at Greene County Emergency Services Bldg, 25 Volunteer Dr., Cairo, NY.  Both from 6:30 – 8:30 PM.  Liz encouraged attendance at either seminar.  Ms. LoGiudice will re-meet with the Board at a Village Board meeting in the future to re-address the floodplain management.
Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Kozloski, to appoint Mr. Fred Calvo of West Main Street to the Zoning Board of Appeals.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Update from Nancy Richards --- asking for approval for the Community Center to use Elliott Park for Summer Recreation from July 1 to August 9 from 9 AM to Noon.  Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Kozloski.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.
Got a request from Cedar Grove/Cole House to advertise on a banner on Main St.  Vote was taken to allow a banner:  AYES:  Kozloski, Chewens   NAYS:  McCulloch, Dushane, Seeley.  No banners allowed across Main Street.
Native Americans kayaking from Canada to Battery Park will be using Dutchman’s Landing for a stopover on June 25th and 26th.  There will be a program for the public to attend once they have arrived.
On July 1st at 6:30 PM, Chris Gilbert of Union Mills asked to meet with the Planning and Zoning Boards as well as the Trustees for review of their new concept for apartments.
On Saturday, June 15th, there will be a ribbon cutting for the new store Lovely located on Main Street.

Trustee Dushane informed the Board that Code Enforcement is on top of the issue regarding the railroad ties piled along the tracks by CSX and the odor from same.  CSX is replacing their ties with new ones, and this project will be going on through the summer.  There have been a lot of calls regarding the odor from said ties.  Fire Department and Code Enforcement have all been involved with this issue.  

Trustee McCulloch said that Catskill Fire Department did an on-site visit and are aware of what is going on and also thanked the fire department for storm preparation.

Trustee Kozloski informed Lew O’Connor to purchase the weight limit signs to post at the entrances to the Village and was approved by the Board.  Kozloski also asked about residents removing their garbage cans from in front of homes/businesses and whether or not there is a law regarding same.  Further mentioned about not mowing lawns into the streets.  There are a few ways to beautify the Village.

Trustee Chewens mentioned that the graffiti clean up is coming along, just have to get at some of the high spots still.

Nancy Richards also made mention that Music in the Park starts June 20th.  

Bob Wade of Catskill Fire Department asked for a donation from the Village for the Greene County Firemen’s Convention in September.  Motion made by Dushane, seconded by McCulloch.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion passed.
