The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

PUBLIC HEARING:


The Village of Catskill Board of Trustees will hold a public hearing at 7:00 PM, Monday, June 25, 2012, at the Catskill Firehouse at 1 Central Ave, Catskill, for the purpose of amending the Village of Catskill Traffic Ordinance as follows:

Article 11 – WEIGHT OR LOAD LIMITS


Section 130 – Restrictions

All vehicles of a gross weight, loaded or unloaded, of five (5) tons or more are hereby excluded from any Village streets (other than for loading or unloading), excluding Route 9W, Route 385, and Main Street.
OPEN: 

John Campisi brought up the fact that there have been a lot of tractor trailers lost at Dutchman’s Landing.  Perhaps better signage would help in this regard.

Sue Campriello, of the Daily Mail, asked how much the fine would be in this situation?  Chief Darling replied that the fine would be set to the Ordinance, once that is written.  Chief Darling further stated that signs will be placed at key entrance points leading into the Village.  Once we have State approval of the law, signs will go up.
Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski, to approve said amendment as read.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch, to approve Department reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards updated the Board:  
Cole House Fundraiser will be held on June 30, at Dick May’s house along with fireworks.  Fire Department, ambulance and police departments all know of said event and proper paperwork has been received.
Mountain T-Shirts/Cone E Island will be hosting Catskill Patriot Day on July 7th with a parade on Main Street and fireworks and band in the evening/night.  No paperwork has been submitted on this event.
On Thursday, August 8th, HOCA Summer in the Park concert will have fireworks afterwards, said event is sponsored by Sawyer Chevrolet.  All the paperwork has been submitted and in place.  The Board approved this event.  

August 11th will be a Second Saturday Stroll with wine tasting and farmer’s market.  The ‘400’ block of Main Street will be closed from noon until 6:00 PM.  The Board approved this event. 
Nancy further mentioned that the park is in great condition presently and there have been lots of compliments on same.  Park is booked with miscellaneous events.
On another matter, Nancy Richards mentioned to the Board that the Zoning Board is in need of another member since Lars White is no longer a Village resident.  Zeb Haggerty has mentioned that he is interested in the position.  President Seeley stated for him to send a letter to the Board in that regard.

Mr. Gary Kistinger presented his issue regarding access to the gym.  Mr. Kistinger mentioned that his son, Jacob, has been using the gym for the past year and a half working with Ernie Westbrooke.  Until recently they have not been able to access the gym and was wondering the reason for said limited access.  President Seeley mentioned that right now we are limiting the access to the gym due to there being a lack of any supervision.  It is a public gym, but there presently is limited access until more supervision has been set in place.  Mr. Seeley said that he is available this Friday, June 30th at 2:00 at the gym to meet.  Patrick McCulloch said that he would be there also.
Greg Young posed the question to the Board as to why his name has been removed from the key list to the gym?  For the past couple of weeks, his name has been crossed-off on the key list, and when he asked he was told that it was as per Chief Darling.  Again, President Seeley reiterated that after Friday’s meeting, the issue of access to the gym will be readdressed and who will have access to the gym.
OPEN:
Lew O’Connor mentioned that the work on the Black Bridge has started today until the end of August.  Grandview will be paved the week of July 23rd.  The DPW is asking Village residents to use alternate routes during the week of paving.
President Seeley meet with Len DiStefano, Ron Smith and Joe Stanzione, regarding the property on 9W next to McDonalds and Pizza Hut.  Met also with Jerry Leach of All-Points Realty, who may have good, potential buyers for the parcel(s).  Looking at a new, trendy restaurant.  Parcel is 6 acres.  Next step is to go before the zoning and planning boards to change the usage of the parcel(s) from R-3 to Commercial.  Carol Miller asked about the possibility of another grocery store or a STAPLE’s, since we lost Van Gordon’s recently.    

Update from Trustee McCulloch regarding the Joint Fire District meeting held on Tuesday, June 19th, and that the next step will be getting the information on a door-to-door basis.  August 28th will be the vote on this matter.  Eligible Village residents will vote at the Firehouse; and eligible Town residents will vote at the Little Red Schoolhouse in Jefferson Heights.  Hours of voting will be 9 AM to 9 PM.
Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski, to adjourn the meeting.
