The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by Chewens to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Chewens to approve Department reports and Treasurer=s reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski, to approve water and sewer adjustments.    AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, second by Kozloski to accept Village Justice Charles Adsit’s letter of resignation dated June 15, 2011.  Said resignation takes place as of July 15, 2011.  Motion made with regret ~ AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Trustee McCulloch thanked Charles Adsit for all of his years of service to the Village.

Motion made by Chewens, second by McCulloch, to appoint Maria LaRosa, UAlbany Law School graduate, as interim Village Justice for the remainder of C. Adsit’s term (March 2011).  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

The Board invited Charles Adsit and Maria LaRosa to the July 11, 2011 Village Board meeting for a presentation and passing of the gavel.  

Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch, to accept the Resolution, as read, of the following:

“BE IT RESOLVED that Mike Bliss has proposed to construct a sewer main and associated pump station to connect from his land located at 196 Dubois Street (Tax Map No.: 172.10-2-1.2) to the Village sewer system along Dubois Road;

WHEREAS, the Village has reviewed the plans and WILL NOT accept ownership of the proposed sewer line and pump station; and as such the Village will not make any financial contribution towards the construction of the line and pump station; nor will the Village be responsible or relied upon for any maintenance and/or repair of the line or pump station now or in the future.

HOWEVER, the Village will allow for the connection of said sewer line to the Village sewer system pursuant to the Village of Catskill Sewer Rules and Regulations.”

AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.   

Nancy Richards gave a run-down of up coming events in the Village.  Farmer’s Market is now going on.  Wacky Raft Race needs more rafts, but is moving along nicely.  

Motion was made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to allow at the Galley, in lieu of rent the tenant will pick up the garbage at the park.  This will be on a 2-month trial basis.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Captain Jon Dees let the Board know that the Fire Department was never informed that there would be fireworks held in the Village on July 3rd.

The Board also reminded all that there are banner regulations for hanging up a banner on Main Street and the width MUST be no wider than 2 feet.  This has not been the case lately.

Angelo LaRosa of Village Pizza would like to have a DJ one night a week in front of his pizzeria and would like to have a parking space open to do so. 

Trustee Kozloski spoke with regard to the Fire Company’s trophy for 1st place in Lake George in their category.  Congratulations to the Fire Company.
