PUBLIC HEARING:  The Village of Catskill Board of Trustees will hold a public hearing at 7:00 PM, Wednesday, June 26th, 2019, at the Senior Center, Academy St. (off of Thompson St.) to hear public comment on the enactment of a Local Tree Law for the Village of Catskill.
