Motion made by Seeley, seconded by Dushane, to approve payment of audited bills.    AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Seeley, seconded by Dushane, to approve submitted department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Seeley, to purchase a sewer camera with CSO grant funds.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

William Zwoboda, Planning Board Chairman, made introductions and gave a rundown of the assets in the Village of Catskill with regard to Hudson River tributaries and about the history of the area.  Nancy Richards and Liz LoGiudice, as well as the Planning Board, presented the designs done by the Cornell University students under the direction of Prof. Josh Sarah.  Said designs focus on climate changes as well as sea level changes.  The students’ designs are focused around the walking loop which features both the Uncle Sam Bridge as well as the black bridge, and show how to connect Main Street to the water and walkway.  Five different teams were working with regard to traffic/walking/lighting issues and by designing a Climate Adaptive Design Study.  The same projects are being done in Kingston as well as Hudson.  The Catskill design is focused on the Factory/Canal Streets area; and the ADI is implementing one of the designs also.  Nancy will have the project designs displayed in storefronts over the summer.  Mr. Zwoboda asked the Board to address the traffic patterns.  Canal Street – will put large flower pots there showing that the project in that area is moving forward.  As for Factory Street, the Planning Board feels that this street should be made a one-way street, specifically one way from Main Street to Water St.  First need to meet with the property owners on said streets, and then have a Public Hearing with regard to the traffic pattern change.  Need to make sure property owners have the proper easements to their property.  The meeting with the property owners will be in the near further, then a Public Hearing date can be made.  President Bagshaw thanked Nancy and Liz, as well as the Planning and Zoning Boards for their assistance in this project.

Bruce Rappleyea presented a petition to the Board which states the following:

“WE, the undersigned, being residents of the Village of Catskill, New York, in the County of  Greene, do hereby petition the Village of Catskill, its elective and appointed representatives, including the Village Board of Trustees, Planning Board and Zoning Board of Appeals, to not approve or authorize any future utilization of the above referenced real property, by issuance of a building permit, special use permit, variance and/or re-zoning, for other than lawfully permitted uses, consisting of one family detached dwellings, excluding double-wide trailers and modular homes, or customary home occupation or professional offices, as accessory uses, conducted by a resident thereon, for the following reasons:
 
1.  This zoning district is and has always been virtually exclusively residential in nature and character.
2. For the benefit of all taxpayers in the Village of Catskill, we do oppose the Village authorizing any use of the property, which would cause all or any portion of the parcel to be exempt from real property taxes.  Furthermore, by the Village requiring any owner(s) of the parcel to comply with the “permitted uses” of the R-1 One Family Residence district requirements in the Village Zoning Ordinance, the Village will receive the “opportunity benefits” of this parcel generating increased future real property tax revenues upon development.
3. We are opposed to any illegal “spot zoning” of this parcel (i.e., re-zoning this specific parcel only in a manner that is at odds with the Village Master Plan and the current Zoning Regulations in this district).”

… Followed by names/signatures of residents in said area.  Out of 130 contacts, 117 agreed and 13 declined to sign petition. 

President Bagshaw stated that the attorney for Mental Health and the Village attorney need to talk.  This shows community support.  Heather was asked about a ‘time-frame’ on the contract/binder with Mental Health.  She said that she will see if she can get an answer to that question.  Chris Rappleyea went over the total history of the St. Patrick’s property up to the time of the diocese, which was very thorough and interesting.

President Bagshaw and the Board thanked the residents for their diligence.  William Zwoboda further reiterated that any purchaser of the property MUST go through the proper channels and proper Boards.  He further stated that the Village Board needs to abide by the proper process as well.  

Nancy Richards thanked the DPW, Fire Department and the Police Department for coordinating everything during this past weekend, with all the events going on, everything ran smoothly.
