Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Dushane, to approve submitted department reports. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Public Hearing date set for February 14th 2018 to hear public comment on a Zone change request from Mr. Domenick DeSantis of Bartow Street.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Kozloski, to appoint Mitchell Smith of the Village Planning Board to the Greene County Planning board. AYES: All Trustees present. Kozloski added that Mr. Smith was an asset to the Village Planning Board and to the County as well. Bagshaw agreed. Motion carried.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Kozloski, to adopt the Senior Citizen & Disabled Tax Exemption Maximum Income Limits for 2018. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.
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Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Dushane to approve the hire of Michelle Schlenker for the Part Time Court Clerk position to start January 22nd 2018. AYES: Bagshaw, Dushane, Seeley. Kozloski abstained. Bagshaw added that Michelle would be a great asset to the village court office. Motion carried.

Jennifer White with Transmission Developers spoke to the board with regards to the Champlain/Hudson Power express line project which is 337 mile transmission line and to set up a meeting with DPW, board members and all that would be involved. This line is a taxable asset that would be approximately $125,000 per year. Jennifer was advised to set up the meeting with Superintendent of the DPW, Mike McGrath. 

Deena Lebow approached the board with regards to having a crossing guard at Route 9W and West Main Street. Lebow stated that the intersection is dangerous in every direction for school kids, traffic, etc. The board told Lebow that there had been request before and petitions have been made prior with no success. President Seeley said that they would need a traffic engineer to study and suggested for Lebow to petition the school for a crossing guard. Police Chief Darling said the state will be coming down to do a traffic study on Woodland Ave for speed concerns and that they will also be doing studies on 9W, Maple Ave and West Main Streets for traffic lights and traffic back up. The state will come to a board meeting once they have their findings.
Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Bagshaw to drop Brad Greene from the fire dept. roster and add Jason Menelaos. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Trustee Kozloski stated that he met with Mike McGrath to discuss the start negotiations of the DPW union contract. Kozloski also thanked the fire dept. and everyone involved at the Fire on Water Street and dealing with the horrendous weather conditions and also for their assistance a few days after for the fire in Hudson. Kozloski also thanked the DPW crew for their work with the snow removal and clean up.

Chief Darling surveyed the speed limits on Woodland Ave and submitted his report of his findings.

Patrick McCulloch stated that the county said the new radios will be online soon for the Fire Dept. They will be coming back to the board to ask for money to install and purchase radios. Spoke to the County Legislators and they will not agree to help with funding.

Nancy Richards submitted resumes for a new potential Planning Board member.

Peter Grasse approached the board regarding sidewalk issues with snow and ice on Spring Street. Asked the board if these people could be fined or if we could send someone in and charge the property owners. Seeley asked the Police Dept too look around and get a list of sidewalks that were not cleaned from the storm and give to Code Enforcement. Dana Hanusik said that between Bridge and West Bridge St that no body cleared the sidewalk. The County didn’t clear Leggio Park either. 

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Dushane, to adjourn meeting. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.
