Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Seeley to approve Cody Bell to full time Police Officer effective 1/12/17. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Seeley, seconded by Chewens, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Seeley, seconded by Chewens, to approve submitted department reports. Trustee Dushane mentioned that DPW needs $2,500 for two used gators from the Town of Catskill for the water plant. President Bagshaw stated that they will put it in as a line item.
AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Approve Resolution 1-2017, Authorizing President Bagshaw to Execute Contract between the Village and the Chazen Companies for Crossroads Grant Administration, read into the record as written, to provide program administration and implementation services. 
After some discussion, motion made by Chewens, seconded by Seeley, to move forward with Chazen Companies and approve Resolution 1-2017. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Approve Resolution 2-2017, Authorizing the Village of Catskill and the Town of Catskill to Consolidate and Transfer Vital Records, read into the record as written. Motion made by Paolino, seconded by Chewens to approve Resolution 2-2017. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Peter Grasse of 53 Spring Street came to discuss the 2 acre vacant parcel on the north side of his property that is owned by the Village. Mr. Grasse wants to purchase this property to expand his existing property for future projects. Restrictions in easements are due to the fact that there is a sewer line that runs through the property. After much discussion the board decided they would have to deem the property as a surplus to no longer have a public purpose for this property. Once deemed a surplus the Village can subdivide the property. 
Motion made by Seeley, seconded by Paolino, to deem property a surplus as noted on the appraisal. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

It would be approx. 4 hours a week. Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Seeley, to approve the use of a person to be paid by voucher to assist the fire dept.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion Carried.

Fire Chief Ed Dolan acknowledged and commended Harold Rivenburgh and all the time he has spent with the fire dept., all of his efforts and appreciated everything he has done.

1st Asst. Fire Chief Patrick McCulloch asked for permission from the board to spec vehicles for the fire chiefs. They would like to add this to the next budget per state mini bid per attached e-mail that was sent to the board in detail. The board recommended submitting all the information for the upcoming budget for them to look at. 

Chris and Bruce Rappleyea approached the board regarding the dumping of brush and debris at St. Patrick’s school parking lot. They witnessed and took video on 1/3/17 of someone dumping their debris in the parking lot. After much discussion, Police Chief Darling said he would follow up with a letter to the diocese and have them put up no trespassing signs and put chains up to block the driveway.
