Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Grasse, to approve submitted department reports. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Bob Hoven, President of Friends of Beatty Powers Place, presented their 2019 progress report to the board and the public. Friends of Beatty Powers is an eleven-member board that manages the house while the Village takes care of the mowing, plowing etc. Hoven stated that there are a lot of events that take place at the house throughout the year and are planning to do an Eater egg hunt this year. Hoven spoke with regard to furnace issues that are maintained by Huber. Looking to have a 5-year plan. They plan on renewing a previous grant they received to fix the roof. There is a new fence that follows the property line. Hoven stated that they had about $27,000 in their bank acct and Seeley asked if it was sustainable for them and Hoven said it was ok for them. There was a question about weddings at the Beatty House. Hoven stated the House is not available for weddings due to previous issues. A small outdoor wedding wouldn’t be bad but would need to be discussed. Hoven added they have an architect looking at the park to do some tree clearing. Beatty power’s is looking to do a fundraiser in June 2020.

Elliot Matos came to the board about a Community event that he wanted to do in March. Matos who is a medical transport driver plans to have a March on Main Street for senior citizens, mental health and other diverse groups. The march will go from Church Street to Bridge Street and gather at the Community Center after. Later that evening there will be an 18+ dance party at the Avalon Lounge. Seeley said that they didn’t want to shut down the entire street and that they could give them a police escort. Matos didn’t want to overwhelm some of the kids. The board said it was good to go and package all the details up and get it together for everyone. Plan is for Saturday March 7th at 1:00pm Catskill Diversity March.

Open to the board:

Trustee Smith stated that the Comp Plan was reviewed by the County and on it was back to the Village board and we would possibly have it for the next meeting.

Trustee Kozloski stated that the Municipal lot was going to be plowed. Cars will be towed after 12:00am. It will be closed from midnight to the afternoon on Jan 23rd. Crew will be in at 7:00am to start clearing.

Robert Tomlinson spoke about a plan to plant 5,000 trees in 10 years. Arbor Day foundation where people can join for $10.00 and get 10 trees with a choice of trees provided. 

Grasses mentioned there will be paving done at Dutchman’s Landing and possibly add Wi-Fi down there.

Chris Rappleyea had a question regarding water meter readings and how they were read.

Trustee Law spoke with regards to the farmer’s market. There will be a meeting with the merchants to ask if they will open their doors or have something set up outside their shops to participate with the market. They have 17 farmers interested in the market this year. The plan is to put vendors in the pocket parks on Main Street. Rappleyea asked if the Village had a hold harmless agreement to which Seeley said Yes.
