Motion made by Grasse, seconded by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Smith, seconded by Kozloski, to approve submitted department reports. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Grasse, seconded by Smith, to approve resolution 1-2019 NYS DOT resolution, read into the record by Peter Grasses AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Trustee Kozloski Spoke about the water main breaks and how hard the DPW worked on them for 30 hours straight and thanked them for all their hard work. Kosloski also thanked members of the public for giving them food and refreshments. 

Trustee Smith gave a COMP plan update from the 1/10/19 meeting on natural resources. Next meetings topic will be housing.

Doren Davis gave a thanks to the DPW and all departments from the Town of Catskill for their efforts on the water main breaks.

Seeley mentioned that we did not get the water tower grant and we can always re apply in the future. Kozloski added that having a holding area at the plant with 2 million gallons would help get more water and less costs. Pat Nolan Wastewater Supervisor has been testing for bacteria weekly in 3 locations. The plant is working as efficient as it can be with just too many organics.
Kozloski added that if we had the water tank that we wouldn’t be having so many breaks. These breaks can be used toward the grant application.

Seeley spoke with regards to receiving a JCAP grant for the court in the amount of $14,659.00 that includes a chair lift for Village hall.

Seeley told the public that the Village attorney Alex Betke will no longer be our attorney as of February 1st 2019. The board hired Theodore Hilscher who has been with the Village before.

Cultiate Catskill gave a presentation to everyone regarding their work so far and gave report of what they have accomplished.



Wheelabrator Technologies with Cornerstone environmental gave a presentation on Ash residue disposal with the possibility of using peckham industries as their location. This is a project that was presented to the Town of Catskill and also needed to present to the Village as the use of our sewer lines would be involved. Attached is the presentation. There were questions regarding scenic Hudson and river keeper viewshed, and they were willing to discuss issues with them if they arise. NYS DEC will have to review the project as well as the village for leachate. They would need to have an agreement with the village as well for this project. For the sewer plant we are permitted 1.55 million gallons per day. Current volumes require recirculation. This project would be approximately 30,000 gallons which would put us at capacity. If they pump the POTW at night it can minimize the flow. The lines would be across 23A by Napa Auto and tie into that sewer line. 

Next steps for wheelabrator: engage with stakeholders, permitting, scoping and detailed design. SEQRA and public participation. 
Town Supervisor Doreen Davis spoke about the project saying that it requires no infrastructure. The challenge in the Town is the tax base. Davis stated that with the partnership of the Village that they could get more tax revenue. Peckem used to bring in $400,000.00 and now with it being vacant they get $95,000.00. 

Open to the Board:

Dushane thought it was a good idea. Grasse had asked how many trucks would be going down Main Street and they said about 4 or 5 per day. Kozloski added that we need to remember it has nothing to do with the water system.
