Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to approve the resignation of part time Police Officer Kevin Goold. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Nicole with LaBerge Group met with the board to discuss a grant for the fire department. This grant is for Scott Air Packs that they need. Nicole mentioned that Hudson fire dept. is also going for this grant and that Catskill can piggy back onto that with the need of approximately 40 air packs. Trustee Bagshaw asked if there was a grant to go after the funds. Nicole stated that one we pay $3,000.00 we would get the funds once they were available (a few months) for federal funding. There is a 5% cost share that can do multiple projects for two separate applications eligible for up to 1 Million dollars that is due by February 2nd 2018. The life span of the air packs is 15 years with ours due to expire in 2020. Trustee Bagshaw added that with the 15 year life span of the packs that money can be put into the budget every year to build up the funds to be able to pay for them in the future. Fee for the grant is $3,000.00 in which we would get back $1,500.00 of that. 
Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Bagshaw to accept the contract for the grant. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion Carried.

Patrick McCulloch spoke with the board regarding a Town clean-up day. Shelly Pulver came to the Town Board with the idea of doing a Town wide clean-up day and also wanted to know if the Village would be on board as well. The fire house would be a “drop zone”. The Town will provide 2 dump trucks and they would like to know if the Village would do the same. There will be safety t-shits with sponsors and they were looking for the county to waive their fees. Date of clean-up is April 21st 2018. All board members agreed to take part in this event.

Trustee Kozloski added that there was a water leak on Allen St and one across form the post office and thanked DPW for their hard work. Kozloski also added that there was a sink hole in the municipal parking lot.

Vice-President Chewens addressed the public to clear up a few things. He told everyone that he would not be seeking re-election for his term that expires March of 2018. He has been a member of the board since 2003 and wanted to thank everyone from the past boards to the current for all the support through the years.

Code Officer Michael Ragaini mentioned that they had to have approximately 30 sidewalks shoveled and that the notices were sent out before the last snow storm.

Chief Darling added that the county purchased a new communication console for the Police Dept. that was $1,000.00 to help the car to car communication for officers.
