Motion made by Law, seconded by Kozloski, to approve submitted department reports. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Grasses, seconded by Law, to approve the Green County adopted maximum income limit of $29,000 with full sliding scale for 2020 Assessment roll for Senior Citizens and Disabled. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Smith, to appoint Erin Gum as part time clerk in the court. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried. Judge Jacobs introduced Erin to the board and the public. 

Motion made by Law, seconded by Kozloski, to adopt Resolution #1-2020 for Civil Rights section 504-ADA Compliance for CDBG Grants. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Chairperson Sam Aldi of the Catskill Housing Authority gave the board an update. Aldi stated they were going over policies and consolidating. They are currently sharing the administrator job with the administrator of Hudson Housing Authority. They are looking to reduce the costs of health insurance and looking for business minded board members. Aldi mentioned that they are trying to do repairs in house. 

Catskill Housing authority had two people interested in joining their board and needed the Village board’s approval. With still one more position on their board being available. 

Motion made by Law, seconded by Grasse & Kozloski to appoint Patrick Hernandez to the Catskill Housing Authority board to fill the vacated position of Kimberly Jones-Holt term ending April 30th, 2023. Comments: the board thought he would be a great asset to the CHA board seeing he is a schoolteacher and business club member and all-around great guy. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Smith, seconded by Kozloski, to appoint Erica Brantley to the Catskill Housing Authority board to fill the vacated position of Patrick McCulloch term ending April 30th, 2020. Comments: board had mentioned she was previously on the CHA board and is a tenant which is needed to be a board member. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Robert Tomlinson Thanked Patrick McCulloch for his service on the Catskill Housing Authority Board. 

Seeley spoke with regards to a Resolution for Consolidating the Village court with the Town court. Seeley added that NYS was pushing to pick certain areas to consolidate that would benefit both municipalities.  Seeley read the Resolution into the record as written. Seeley also mentioned that Judge Paolino’s term ends March 31st, 2021 and even though we are abolishing the other position, we will still need another Justice. 
Seeley opened to the board before asking for a motion. Grasse stated that he had a letter of intent from Veronica Kosich to fill in and help as a Village Justice. Grasse asked to make an amendment to the resolution instead of it just naming William Jacobs as the Justice to fill in to have a Village resident be a Justice or just not have anyone specific. Smith agreed with Grasse. Law was unsure of her decision as she had never met Kosich. Kozloski wanted to see the resolution as written seeing that Jacobs is currently here as appointed Associate Justice, has the training and is sitting Judge in the Town and Village. Kozloski stated that Kosich was already a Judge for the Village resigned. 

After some discussion, Motion made by Smith, seconded by Grasse to adopt Resolution #2-2020 for consolidating the Village court with the Town court, with an amendment added that if the sitting Justice is unavailable the board will appoint another Justice that will serve as acting Village Justice. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Martin Schmidt with Kaaterskill Associates spoke to the board about a sewer project at the old Pollace’s resort with the new owners wanting to tie into the sewer line. The sewer ends currently at 54 Landon Ave. They we need a district user agreement with the Village and a pressurized line. Schmidt asked how they could get the approval. Delaware Engineering will review the project. Seeley said that we will need to have a District over there, and the Lawyer’s will have to talk it out. Seeley asked the board for input and they all want to see it a District in that area. The Village is willing to move forward with a District and will need Kaaterskill to come back to another meeting to set up a resolution to move forward.

Anthony Piccardi of the Friends of Rip Van Winkle gave the board an update and ideas that they have for the summer. Piccardi stated that he met with the Art Teacher in Catskill school and they are going to have two students Zaeda Snyder and Bella Seeley paint the base of the rip winkle statue. June 20th, they have reserved for the RVW festival and want to know if there is interest. He personally spent about $7,200 of his own money last year and it was too much for him and was looking for help.  They have bike donations and flowers as a part of their marketing. Piccardi also said he spoke with Gilette Carnival and they said they would bring their carnival to the Village if they agree to have them. Possible dates are June 22nd – June 28th. Robert Tomlinson suggested that Piccardi get in touch with the merchant’s association. Law added that she would help with donations and the merchants. Kozloski and Smith added that it was a good success. Grasse said that he is all for something like this as long as it has a plan and a committee. Grasses also asked to see sketches of intention for the RIP statue to fit the demographics of the Village and Piccardi stated he would get them. Seeley asked Peter Markou of HOCA if they would consider helping. Markou said they could possibly consider if they get a written proposal of what they are looking for. Hudson Talbot said that maybe the LDC could assist as a financial arm. Seeley added that the carnival would need a sketch and layout of size and parameters.



[bookmark: _GoBack]Seeley introduced Sandy of Catskill Cryo and new business in town that is using the space next to Village Pizza at 414 Main Street. It is a wellness studio with cryo therapy and pain management. She is working on getting affordable price points for Catskill and will be opening in the middle of March.

Open to the Board and Dept Heads:

The Fire Dept had a good stop to the fire at the Condos. 

Grasse stated that he wanted to be more efficient with working on tag days for the Village and finishing park projects.

Smith stated that he was very impressed by the hard work of the Fire Dept, Police Dept and DPW at the fire at the Condos for keeping it under control and was very appreciative. 

Kozloski mentioned that we got a 3-Million-dollar grant to upgrade the water system. He thanked DPW, Water Dept and Delaware Engineering for their work on this. Kozloski added that he is looking forward to the improvements to our holding pond and possible water tank. 

Marybeth with Delaware engineering- the staff work has come a long way. They need a payment schedule to send to the state and need to evaluate costs. Water tank is needed as the current water system dates back to the 1930s. The tank would help with the water quality.

Motion made by Smith, seconded by Law, to adjourn the meeting. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.
