Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Kozloski, to approve the 6/28/17 meeting minutes. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Dushane, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Kozloski, to approve submitted department reports. 
AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

The board agreed to amend the public hearing date for a local law to have one side of the street parking on lower Main Street from Greene Street to the Egress of Dutchman’s landing; from 7/26/17 to a future date. Board needs a few more details before scheduling a new date. 

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Kozloski, to approve the resolution approving and endorsing the 2017 New York Main Street Application for assistance prepared and submitted by Catskill Mountain Housing Development Corporation. AYES: All Trustees present. Absent: Vice-President: Jim Chewens. Motion carried. The resolution needs to be submitted by July 28th as the deadline for the state and we will hear back from them in December. Few applications have been received already. Match up to 75%.

President Seeley spoke with regards to surplus properties. An appraisal has been ordered for the Grandview property from Pace appraisals. Seeley heard from attorney Ralph Lewis who is representing the Cally family and wants to get together with the board to discuss the property. Both the Cally family and Todd Syska, the owner of Grandview Plaza, showed interest in the property. It will not have to go out for bid if both property owners agree to split it down the middle. They will be coming to a board meeting to discuss. Trustee Bagshaw asked Nancy Richards to get feedback from the Planning board on their incite of what should or should not be included. Pending on Elliot park property the other surplus parcels should be ready to be put up for bid. Seeley also spoke about Mr. Moon’s property saying there was an issue with the survey. One survey measured from the Point to Moon’s property and the other survey measured from Main Street and the pins do not match. There is a piece of land between the sewer plant and Moon’s property that need to be resurveyed. It is up to Mr. Moon to have it surveyed. Superintendent Michael McGrath added that the fence that runs to the generator is almost dead exact to the line. 


Trustee Dushane brought up the old Sarah Philips property to Code Enforcement. Dushane said that Brush and weeds all over blocking the sidewalk. Mike Ragaini took them to court last year for the same reason last year and was advised by the board to do what is necessary to get it cleaned up and send another letter.

Trustee Kozloski gave some DPW updates regarding the sidewalks on Dumond St. completed. Monday they should have the new road in as well. After that Boulevard and Central Avenues will be paved as well. Once they are started traffic will be closed until paving is complete and after those the Firehouse parking lot will be completed. Kozloski also stated that there was an issue at the corner of Greene St. and Main St. The owner of the property said that there was 2 in of rain and the road raised up quite a bit during the heavy rainfall. McGrath stated it was due to the curb.

Seeley mentioned that our Village attorney Alex Betke changed his law firm to Brown and Weintraub parting ways with Jackson Lewis. Seeley asked the board if they were all ok with this change and to continue with Alex Betke. All board members agreed.

Nancy Richards mentioned events that were going on, on Saturday: Leo Lasher Fishing Tournament, Verdigris Catskill Iced Tea sampling Lighthouse teas also in conjunction with the lighthouse tours. Contact Verdigristea.com to set up a tour. Also Saturday, New shop on Main Street Corduroy invited all to come down to meet the shops and stores in Catskill to stroll down Main Street. 

Nancy also brought up the NYS Department of State LWRP Grant stating that the Village of Catskill qualifies for a 15% match only on a $100,000 grant.

Trustee Kozloski added that Kirwan’s Game Store on Main Street had a grand re-opening and said they did a great job with the renovations. He encouraged people of all ages to check it out.

Nancy had a message from Mr. Markou thanking the board for the work on the Summit Ave Bridge.

Patrick McCulloch added that the Palenville Fire Dept. will have a bicentennial event and parade starting at 11:00am on Saturday July 15th ending with fireworks and Kiskatom has wet down for their new fire truck from 12pm-2pm.
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Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Dushane, to go into executive session for personnel matters. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.
