Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Chewens, to approve submitted department reports. 
AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Bagshaw, seconded by Chewens, to Approve Establishing 8 hours per day as the standard workday for clerks and 6 hours per day for Justices and Trustees for retirement purposes. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Chewens, to adopt a resolution for the Hudson River Sloop Clearwater Act. Bagshaw stated that it was difficult to make decisions without all of the information and wanted to know what was being supported because there was no clear position. After much discussion Dushane retracted his original second to the motion and Chewens seconded the motion. AYES: Kozloski, Chewens, Seeley. NAYES: Bagshaw, Dushane. Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Bagshaw, to accept the AUD (state audit) for 2016 as prepared by PKH&B. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried. 

Catskill Diamond Dogs to do a Coin Drop at Walmart intersection. The board agreed on June 24th and 25th for the dates of their tagging.
Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Bagshaw, to approve the purchase of two new Salters for the DPW. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

President Seeley spoke with regards to the welcome to Catskill signs. Rich Wagoner worked on the logo for the sign. Seeley asked for comments from the board on the choices of using the current logo or using a new one designed by Rich Wagoner. Wagoner redesigned the Village logo with the same theme and minor changes. Dushane stated that he liked the new one. Bagshaw liked the new one without the red color. After much discussion the board decided that the sign design was definitely a “go” and they were not for the change of the logo at this time. Vice-President Chewens thanked Wagoner for his work. Seeley asked Nancy to send the current logo to Manny. Approximate time to have the sign completed would be about three weeks.

Nancy Richards spoke about grants regarding the zoning code analysis and flood resiliency draft. Nancy stated that there was a copy in the clerk’s office for all to look at. Having the draft completed allows this to move forward to get a grant for implementation. The grant would range from $10,500 to $50,000 with an application match of 15% ($7.500.00). Seeley asked what they would get for that amount. Nancy stated it would be the flood resiliency, the zoning and flood overlay district to cover the creek and properties along the creek. Nancy spoke to Michael Ragaini, the planning board and they are in support of this. Nancy stated the $7,500 is in-kind her salary, the planning board is all included and that it could most likely be brought down to $5,000 or less for the Village to put in. Seeley questioned the difference between the flood map now vs this new draft. Nancy stated that it would help with enforcing the proper specifications of these homes in the flood plain. They will have to take the normal process through the code office and planning board for proper approvals. Seeley made sure that the $7,500 would be to get the entire zoning cleaned up. Nancy added that the flood needed to be added because it was a Hudson River estuary grant. Kozloski asked if the new language to the code would affect the existing homeowners in the flood zones and what they have now. They would be grandfathered in. Seeley asked for the cost to get the grant and Nancy stated they needed to meet with the advisory and that the grant was due July 12th and could be done by July 10th. The advisory would ask for the board’s permission saying yes to submit the grant as it was written and would need a resolution from the board. Bagshaw asked if the grant would be written in house or third party and Nancy stated if the board decided on Crawford to continue the grant writing that it would cost nothing until they get the grant. If we do not get the grant then Crawford will not be paid. Bagshaw had concerns about adding layers of regulations and inundating homeowners with more. Michael Ragaini added that they are adding language to the zoning that was not there before for flood prone areas. Ragaini also stated that the government tells us that anyone doing anything in the flood zone needs to be regulated and needs to be enforced. After much discussion Seeley said go for the gold and get the grant application for the $50,000. No objections from the board to move forward.

Nancy also added that the farmer’s market is doing well as well as the park with activities. The planning board approved the sign for a recycled textile shop and the opening of Winkles Bakery.

Bagshaw had questions regarding surplus properties. Seeley said that Alex needed to write a resolution for those properties. Two properties were Grandview Ave and Springs Street. 

Chewens gave an update on crossroads that second money draw down was signed in Albany and all is going well. Chewens also added that the Village is live with online tax payments on the Village of Catskill website.

Voucher was submitted from the fire department for operating expenses.

Seeley added for the 6/28/2017 meeting to set a local law for one side parking on lower Main Street and surplus properties.

Open to the floor:

Rich Wagoner expressed concerns about the lack of garbage cans on Main Street. Mike McGrath stated some were broken and being fixed.

Nancy Richards mentioned that the 4th of July celebration will be at Dutchman’s Landing on July 1st at 7:00pm. 

Seeley mentioned Mr. Moon’s property needing to be a surplus and that there would not have to be a bid process and just will the deed to Mr. Moon.

Christine Rappleyea mentioned sandwich board signs on Main Street with balloons are in the street and why they can’t be removed so as not to cause a hazard to the vehicles. Chewens added he would talk to business owners.
