Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to allow Catskill American Legion-Honeyford Memorial Post 110 to hold their annual “Poppy” day on May 12, 2012 (rain date 5/13) from 8:00 AM until late afternoon, at Catskill Commons’ 3-way intersection.  Also, approval for their annual fund raiser at the same location/hours on September 8, 2012.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.
Nancy Richards mentioned Clean Sweep will be held May 5, 2012.  Planning Board meeting on April 2, 2012 regarding Irving School.  May 12 – Cancer Walk; May 20 – Flare Up; Wacky Raft Race – July 29.  Park is getting very busy.  Ribbon cutting for H&R Home on Main Street on Tuesday.
OPEN:
Lillian Johnson inquired about creating a Black Bridge committee.  The Trustees stated that they would like to wait until the structural part of the bridge is underway first, then we could re-address this matter.
Joe Izzo, Greene County Legislator, was approached by Cornell Cooperative Extension to use the County parking lot located by Dunn’s (Water St.) for the Farmer’s Market.  

Trustee McCulloch mentioned that the Joint Fire District vote should be in late August/early September of this year.

Trustees Chewens and McCulloch thanked the public for their support with their re-election.

Trustee Kozloski said that the docks are in at Dutchman’s Landing and the fishing docks should be in this week also.  North St. valve is being replaced this week.

President Seeley would like to re-visit the Cat Museum at W. Bridge St. and that it needs to either be cleaned up or removed.  If Matt Bua needs help on this, please let him know.

Harold Rivenburgh stated that the Catskill Fire Department is hosting the Greene County Fire Convention in September of 2013.
