Letter was read from Catskill Methodist Church saying that someone had turned on their outdoor faucet, resulting in an enormous amount of water to run on the ground, under the snow cover.  As the water was immediately shut off once discovered, and removal of all handles to all outside faucets, the Church is asking forgiveness in their sewer portion to normal usage of their water/sewer bill.  A check for $830.73 from the Sewer fund will be sent to the Catskill Methodist Church.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards informed the Board that Dave Dorfield and Regina Daly of the Greene County Historical Society are interested in restoring/repairing the Civil War Soldier statue in the cemetery.  The Historical Society has funds to do said project, and wanted to know who to contact in order to get the ball rolling.  The Board said to contact Mike McGrath.
Nancy also received a call from Betsey Graham of Columbia Memorial with regard to the hospital ball, and wanted to inform the Board that they would have a valet service and will do so for Port O Call.  They had been in touch w/ Frank Guido and he was fully on board with the set up.  They would also have signage in said regard.  

Out of Darkness group asked if they could place their purple ribbons on light poles.  The Board had no problem with same.

Clean Up day is being planned for either June 3 or 17.  Working with the County and Town to coordinate everything.  Will get word out once everything is set.

CATS will be out the week of May 22nd.  

Peter Markou addressed the Board with regard to issues on Summit Avenue.  105 Summit Ave. is abandoned and he would like to see the place boarded up.  There is a flatbed truck in front of 100 Summit Avenue that is in a blind spot; and 98 Summit Avenue has junk all over the place.  Please send Code and Police up to Summit Avenue and clean up.

Discussion was instigated by President Seeley with regard to the Not-For-Profit organizations in the Village.  The Village of Catskill is at almost 25% of our tax roll is not-for-profit.  We are losing tax revenue at an alarming rate, if it continues.  There may be a way for the Village to charge ‘service charges’ on the not-for-profits, and Seeley said he is looking into what can be done.
