Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to approve submitted department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Chewens, to approve “Poppy Day” for the American Legion, on Saturday, May 28th at the Catskill Commons.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to approve the Catskill Fire Department’s Tag Day on May 27th from 4 – 9 PM at the Bridge approach.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to approve placement of Jack Ormerod, Jr., on the Active Member roster for the Catskill Fire Department.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Mr. Moyer of 14 Liberty St. spoke to the Board about the scaffolding at Stan Raven (22 Liberty St) property.  He said that the Board passed the Scaffold Law last year, and he’s concerned that the law is being ignored.  He sees no work being done at the property and is looking to have the Scaffold Law applied.  President Bagshaw said that Raven has been abiding within his building permit, and is making progress.  Moyer wanted to know what defines “progress”, and, again, Bagshaw stated that Raven is making progress and that restoration is a slow process, and that he also provided the appropriate paperwork for his permit.  Trustee Chewens explained that progress has been moving since permit was issued.  The neighbors also said that progress has been made.  Moyer asked the ‘neighbors’ if anyone has seen progress?  President Bagshaw stated that moving forward from today, progress is being made.  Stan Raven spoke regarding the ‘micro-managing’ that the Moyers are doing; and he feels that he does not have to answer to the Moyers, and is beginning to feel ‘harassed’ by them.  He also stated that he has fixed a very dilapidated building on Main Street; and that the work being done on Liberty St. is good craftsmanship and that takes time.  Mr. Raven further stated that financially, this is the only way he can progress with the job.  He has proved the progress, and it takes time to do the job properly.  President Bagshaw said that Mike Ragaini will be checking the progress; and Raven stated that he informed Code office that work would be slow for a bit, but will pick up in July and August a lot.  President Bagshaw said that the Board will make sure that progress is moving forward.  Moyer stated that he just had his porch rebuilt and understands ‘scaffolding’.  Mark, Raven’s worker, said that he has been working every day.  Moyer also said that 6 apartments or more is considered a business.  The Board said Code office will make sure progress is being made. 

Nancy Richards gave the Board an update:

Nancy asked the Board about the Zoning Board vacancy.  Mike Lanuto’s term expired on April 1st and was not sure if he wanted to continue on the Board.

OPEN:

Stan Raven addressed the Board saying that he did not want this scaffolding issue to become stressful for Mike Ragaini.  Stan feels that Mike is under enough stress lately and did not want to add to it.  President Bagshaw said that Ragaini would be doing is bi-weekly review of progress and making sure the work is moving forward.

Nancy Richards thanked the Police Department, Fire Department and DPW for all of their assistance this past weekend, with all the events going on, everything ran smoothly.  Thank you all for a great job.  

Deb Samuels thanked President Bagshaw for attending the kids’ theater.  She also asked about the St. Pat’s meeting between the attorneys for both parties.  Bagshaw said that all are still at the same place, the attorneys are talking.  She also said that the zoning law is clear; and that there is no moving from that.  The Board will let everyone know what is going on at the St. Pat’s property, once they know.  

Robert Hervey, neighbor to Stan Raven, said that he would rather see a property slowly getting restored, rather than deteriorating.  

Trustee Chewens mentioned the Ulster-Greene ARC Humanitarian Award that the Catskill Police Department received.  This is a very high honor, as our Police Department are all specially trained to be able to properly assist physically and mentally disabled persons.  The Award is displayed at the Police Department.  Chewens thanked the Chief, Lt. Frascello and the entire Police Department for their continued excellence in the line of duty.

Village Appropriations meeting is on Tuesday, May 17th at 6:00 PM at the CHS Auditorium.

The Board also thanked the Fire Department for their assistance in Ulster County at the Sam’s Point forest fire.  Seven of our firefighters went and assisted in said fire.
