Motion made by Trustee Paolino, seconded by Dushane, to approve payment of audited bills.    AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to approve submitted department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Marina Cancel of LOWE’s was present to accept a Certificate of Appreciation for the work done in the Police garage (storage) and the work bench for the parking meter person.  The Board expressed their appreciation for their community involvement and a job well done.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to re-appoint Dave Darling as Police Chief.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Chewens, appoint Mike McGrath as Supervisor of DPW, as Lew O’Connor, who retired in April.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Trustee Dushane thanked the DPW for doing an excellent job.

Permission was granted to post ‘Floating Relief’ operator for STP Grade 3, work Monday through Friday with rotating weekends.  Will be posted at WFP, STP and DPW.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Paolino, to hire Clark McKinnon as a part-time police officer allowing him to train with the Catskill PD, effective immediately, and to go to the Police Academy in September.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Paolino, to hire Jason Shook, effective immediately, as a part-time communications specialist for one year and then will be recommended to move up to part-time officer, and then to academy in September as a recruit.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Trustee Dushane mentioned that we are hiring within our district and that Chief Darling and Lt. Frascello are doing a great job.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Chewens, to reappoint Erica Brantley to said Catskill Housing Authority Board, as per letter from Nita Blauberg, Executive Director dated April 25, 2014.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  President Seeley told the Board that this is a courtesy that the Board is asked to decide on this.

James Miller and Jade Cancel from Catskill High School made a presentation with regard to the  Spring Rush to be held on June 7th and the safety meeting will be held on Friday, May 16th at the school at 2:30.  Nancy Richards said that all that need to be notified have been.  Pat Hernandez stated that this is a student-run event.

The Board received a petition from property owners on Embought Road with regard to putting in a water line for service to said property owners.  Said property owners are petitioning the Town and the Village to form a water district.  The Village Board said that the Town will have to form the District.  Said property owners are going to the Town in said regard.

Presentation was made from Tom Judson and Victor Cornellius of Saltire-Phoenix LLC, with regard to the St. Patrick’s buildings.  Tracy McGee of Assemblyman Pete Lopez’ office, read a letter in support of said proposed project.  Mr. Judson gave a brief description of what the company intends to do with said property.  The gym would be restored and be able to be used by the community as a gym and multi-purpose/event room; and the other 3 buildings would remain on the tax rolls.  Most of the buildings would be used for artists’ space and part of the convent would be for the manager of the property complex.  The back lot would be divided into residential lots, either 4 or 6 high end property lots.  President Seeley asked Mr. Judson to provide the Village with a timeline for this project.  Also, he further stated that we would need public input on this project also.

The Board received a letter from the Fire Department requesting the transfer of any remaining balances of theirs, to be transferred into the Fire Reserve account, to pay off the SCBAs.

Update from Hudson Talbot with regard to trees.  He is hoping to get 15 new trees planted this year.  Mike McGrath has been very helpful and a big thank you to him and his crew.  With regard to the trees that were basically hacked in the Yellow Star Park, Hudson feels we should have them all replaced now,  instead of waiting to see if they will continue to grow.  Ariel Herman, who is a landscaper, said that we would be better off replacing the trees.  Vice President Chewens will make the necessary calls to get this moving forward.  Hudson further recommended that the grape vines growing on the arborvitae at the STP needs to be removed.

Vice President Chewens said that the demo at 129 W. Main Street went well, but the driveway to the house in the rear needs to be repaired.  Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to have the driveway repaired.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.
