Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Paolino, to approve payment of audited bills.    AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Paolino, seconded by Dushane, to approve submitted department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Dawn Moyer of 14 Liberty Street read the following statement to the Board:

“The fact that the scaffolding on 22 Liberty a large apartment house – was up for 8 years with little or no work being done demonstrates the patience and neighborliness of all those living near it.  After deliberation, the village board agreed that limits needed to be set and proper permitting obtained, and wrote code accordingly.  I and my husband are delighted that work is proceeding on restoring the building, and sincerely hope it will continue.  However, given that there is code in place, it is only logical and fair to us and others to expect that as work is completed, existing scaffolding be taken down before additional scaffolding goes up.  Finally, we thank Stan Dushane for understanding the issue so thoroughly.”

The Board thanked the Moyers for their statement.

Nancy Richards provided the Board with a written request regarding renewing Mike Lanuto for Zoning Board of Appeals.  Motion made by Paolino, seconded by Dushane, to approve Mike Lanuto’s re-appointment on the Zoning Board of Appeals.  His term will expire April 2019.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards further provided the Board with a written request regarding the renewal of Michele Pulver to the Planning Board.  Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Paolino, to re-appoint Michele Pulver to the Planning Board.  Her present term ends August 2016 and by continuing her term would expire August 2019.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

President Bagshaw said that Paul Vosburgh would like to hold a car show every first Friday of the month at Dutchman’s Landing.  Trustee Dushane asked that he get together with Nancy Richards to make sure there are no scheduling conflicts.  Trustee Paolino stated that Vosburgh needs to make sure that the parking does not interfere with the boaters, and for Vosburgh to inform Catskill Police Department so that they know what is going on as well.  Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Paolino, allow Vosburgh to have car show on the first Friday of the month.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Also mentioned to the Board, via written request from Nancy Richards, to allow the local DAR to sell bagged peanuts and popcorn at Music in the Park on July 21st during the concert.  Paul Vosburgh has been informed of this as well.  The Board said that they have no problem with this.

Another request from Nancy Richards was to allow Cultivate Catskill to place the America in Bloom sign on the existing HOCA Historic Business district sign located at Routes 9W and 385.  Said sign was sent by AIB and it would be nice recognition for the community and the efforts being done to improve the Village by the work resident ‘green thumbs’.  The Board also had no problem with this request as well.

President Bagshaw mentioned that she was currently working the Boxing Gym on a contract, as well as looking into installing cameras on the North Street entrance.  Need feedback in order to move forward.  Rich Wagner asked if this was a public or private venture.  Bagshaw explained that the boxers and trainers are covered under the USA Boxing Association, but that anyone else using the gym is not covered.  Wagner wanted to make sure that the burden would not be place on the taxpayers.  

Trustee Dushane thanked the DPW for the great job done on Greene Street and at Dutchman’s Landing parking lot.
