Presentation by Holly Hedgepath of Cancer Services Program of Columbia and Greene Counties to inform the public about the services her office offers.  It is funded by NYS Department of Health and is located at 325 Columbia St., Hudson, NY  518-822-8741.  Offered are transportation to/from cancer treatments and doctor’s appointments to those that are under or not insured.  

Gordon Cochrane of Infinite Renewable Energy, and Stephanie of Photon Consulting LLC, made a presentation regarding putting solar panels in at Dutchman’s Landing for the Village of Catskill electric bills.  The panels would be on a carport, if installed at Dutchman’s Landing, but may also go on the backside of the STP property.  The Village would have to put up design fee of about $5,000.  The installer would be Lotus Energy located in Hudson and the Village would make a 25 year commitment, and would save approximately $575,000 in the first 3 years.  Carol Miller asked about putting this up at Dutchman’s Landing as it is in the flood plain.  Lillian Johnson further stated that solar is good, and it would not be an eyesore and is good for outdoor events at the park.
