PUBLIC HEARING: -  

The Village of Catskill Board of Trustees will hold a public hearing at 7:00 PM, Wednesday, May 8, 2013, at the Senior Center, Academy St. (off of Thompson St.) for the purpose of amending the Village of Catskill Traffic Ordinance as follows:

Amendment to Village of Catskill Traffic Law
Article 6
Stopping, Standing and Parking

Section 104 – Parking Prohibited in Specific Places
#9.  Clark Street:  No parking on either side of the street from the
intersection with Main Street, East, to the dead end.

Public Hearing was opened with the reading by President Seeley of the proposed amendment to the Traffic Law.  President Seeley also had a photograph of the area and said he has spoken with Tim Hoovler of Greene County Buildings and Grounds who is also in favor of said Traffic Law amendment.  Said Public Hearing was opened to the public:  

Stan Raven asked about parking on the other side of Clarke Street.  There will be no parking on either side of Clarke Street, except for deliveries.  McCulloch stated that Broad Street to Clarke Street is already ‘no parking’; now all of Clarke Street is ‘no parking’.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Kozloski to close Public Hearing.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Chewens, to approve the Amendment to Village of Catskill Traffic Law.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Signs will go up but no enforcement until the law is filed.  Letter will be sent to Shaun Grodin at Greene County to inform the County employees of the change.
	
After the Pledge of Allegiance the meeting was called to order.

AGENDA:

Motion made by Trustee Dushane, seconded by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Chewens, to approve Department reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Chewens, to approve establishing 7 hours per day as the standard workday for Clerks for retirement purposes.  Total number of days reported will be calculated according to a time-keeping system showing actual hours worked.  Terms of Office are as follows:

We attest that we have received all-time records.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Lisa Heintz of Tobacco-Free Coalition was in attendance with regard to smoke-free parks.  With regard to Dutchman’s Landing, Lisa had 2 1-gallon ziplock bags full of cigarette butts which were picked up around the playground area.  All the area in the park has cigarette butts debris.  Ms. Heintz mentioned that she had spoken with the Mayor of the City of Hudson; they are finding a lot less cigarette debris since passing the law in Hudson.  Merchants help also by cleaning in front of stores.  There are currently over 300 municipalities in New York that are ‘smoke-free’ and only 2 municipalities in Columbia County that are not smoke-free.  The Trustees were asked for their input:  Kozloski would like all of the grass area smoke-free; Chewens also would like to see all of the grass area smoke-free.  Trustee McCulloch says he respects smokers’ rights and feels that not all of the grass area should be smoke-free and that we need to designate an area so as to not alienate smokers.  Dushane stated that he was in full agreement with McCulloch and that we should also invest in a butt can.  President Seeley asked Nancy Richards and she stated that an area could be found; near the boat launch seems like a good place.  President Seeley also stated that he was all for a designated area by the boat launch but that it would have to be kept clean.  We will have to re-visit this issue in 3 to 4 months.  Lisa Heintz mentioned that she could provide signage to go with the designated area. Lillian Johnson mentioned that there should be a butt bucket and not throwing butts into garbage cans.  Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Dushane.  AYES:  Seeley, McCulloch, Kozloski and Dushane.  NAYS:  Chewens.  Motion carried.  Nancy Richards reiterated that we would revisit this issue again after Music in the Parks.

With regard to Elliott Park, Lisa Heintz has signage which is specifically for parks, re:  ‘No Smoking During Baseball/Softball Season’.  These signs seem to work.  Nancy and Lisa will work together to put signage up at both parks.

Vice-President McCulloch read a letter from Catskill Fire Company requesting to add Tanner Overbaugh to the Junior Firefighter Active Roster.  Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Chewens to put Tanner Overbaugh on the Active Roster.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Fire Department currently has 57 members and there are 3 or 4 new applications coming in. 

Letter read from Catskill Fire Company to hold their Tag Day on May 24, 2013 starting at 3:00 PM at Central Avenue and Catskill Commons; also at Rip Van Winkle Bridge approach.  Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Chewens to allow Tag Day.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Seeley, seconded by McCulloch, to approve the hiring of Lacey Hanson for Part-Time Code Enforcement Office Clerk.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards brought the Board up to date on events:  

5/11/13 Greene County Cancer Walk 8 AM registration at Dutchman’s Landing; also Fortnightly Club’s Wine and Cheese Festival from Noon to 6:00 PM.
6/9/2013 Rubber Duck Race sponsored by WalMart.
Deb Johnson is doing Out of Darkness Walk sometime in the month of September.  Asked to place aqua-colored bows on the poles in the Village.  Board approved said bows.

OPEN:

Motion made by Vice-President McCulloch, seconded by Chewens, approve the Fire Department up-grading the SCBA packs for $91,500 over a 5-year term.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Trustee Chewens gave a big THANK YOU to Nancy Richards for all her hard work on Clean Up Day.  Had 75 people for the event.  Nancy also thanked Seeley and Chewens for their help, as well as the Girl Scout and Boy Scout Troops, Catskill School students, Cultivate Catskill, and anyone else who helped with this endeavor.  

Hank Coons from Sportsmen’s Club is holding their Fishing Derby on May 18 at 9:00 AM at the County Freight Master Building.  Should have a good turnout for this event as there has been in the past.

Stan Raven asked about the graffiti issue and was informed that most of the graffiti has been cleaned up.  Need public input to let the police know if anyone sees graffiti being done.

Carol Miller asked how the ‘trunk sale’ went and was told that the sale was a success and there will be more.

Nancy Richards mentioned that bricks will be sold with purchaser’s name on the brick to be placed at the base of Howard Street.

President Seeley mentioned the Department Head meeting went well today and there is a lot going on in the Village and wants to keep the momentum going.  

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Chewens, to adjourn the meeting and go into executive session.
