RESOLUTION INTRODUCING PROPOSED LOCAL LAW NO.: 1 OF 2018 ENTITLED 
“A LOCAL LAW TO ESTABLISH A TEMPORARY MORATORIUM ON CERTAIN LAND-DEVELOPMENT APPLICATIONS THAT ARE PENDING OR MAY BE SUBSEQUENTLY FILED WITH THE VILLAGE OF CATSKILL”

September 26, 2018

WHEREAS, the Village of Catskill (the “Village”) has experienced growing development pressure in the last several years with a number of new commercial and residential projects being proposed and/or completed in the Village; and
WHEREAS, the Village’s Zoning Regulations (the “Zoning Regulations”) were adopted in 2003 and last revised in February 2013. The Zoning Regulations have not been comprehensively reviewed and revised for fifteen (15) years; and
WHEREAS, in 2007, the Village entered into a comprehensive planning process with the Town of Catskill which resulted in the creation of a Joint Comprehensive Plan for both municipalities.  The purpose of the plan was to help promote and guide orderly development and protect and conserve community resources in the Village.  The Town adopted the Plan, but the Village did not; and
WHEREAS, in the past decade, the Village has completed a variety of additional planning studies related to comprehensive planning, local waterfront revitalization, resiliency planning, and the cleanup of targeted brownfield areas in the Village; and 
WHEREAS, these planning studies recommended, among other things, certain changes to the Zoning Regulations to implement the planning strategies, which are designed to promote the public health, safety and welfare of Village residents. The Zoning Regulations have not been revised to incorporate these recommendations; and
WHEREAS, the Village does not have subdivision regulations and a number of larger vacant lots and underdeveloped lots in the Village could be subdivided for future residential and commercial use without subdivision review; and
WHEREAS, based on the foregoing, the Board of Trustees desires to: (1) prepare and consider revisions to the draft Comprehensive Plan; and (2) prepare and consider revisions to the Rezoning Regulations to implement recommendations in the revised draft Comprehensive Plan and previous planning studies; and 
WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees further desires to adopt a temporary moratorium law (the “Moratorium Law”), as a zoning stop-gap measure, that will halt pending and future development applications for 6 months while the Village prepares and considers revisions to the draft Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Regulations; and 
WHEREAS, the proposed Moratorium Law is being enacted pursuant to Article IX of the New York State Constitution, the authorization established in the NYS Municipal Home Rule Law, the relevant provisions of the NYS Village Law and the general police powers vested with the Village of Catskill to promote the health, safety, and welfare of all of the residents and property owners in the Village; and
WHEREAS, each member of the Board of Trustee has received the attached proposed Moratorium Law pursuant to this resolution; and  
WHEREAS, pursuant to the State Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”) the passing of the proposed Moratorium Law is a Type 2 Action and no environmental review is required; and
WHEREAS, pursuant to the NYS General Municipal Law, the Board of Trustees shall refer the proposed Moratorium Law to the Greene County Planning Board for a recommendation; and
WHEREAS, the Board of Trustees shall refer the proposed Moratorium Law to the Village of Catskill Planning Board for a recommendation.
[bookmark: _GoBack]	NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the Board of Trustees hereby introduces the attached Proposed Local Law 1 of 2018 entitled, “A Local Law to Establish a Temporary Moratorium on Certain Land Development Applications that are Pending or May be Subsequently Filed with the Village of Catskill.”  

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, as follows:

1. Purpose and Intent. The purpose of this resolution is to introduce the proposed Moratorium Law. The Moratorium Law is intended to provide a temporary zoning stop-gap that will halt pending and future development applications for 6 months while the Village prepares and considers revisions to its draft Comprehensive Plan and Zoning Regulations. 

2. Effective Date. This resolution shall become effective immediately. If enacted, the proposed Moratorium Law shall take effect immediately upon filing with the NYS Secretary of State.

3. Public Hearing. Pursuant to the Municipal Home Rule Law, it is necessary to hold a public hearing on the proposed Moratorium Law.  Therefore, a public hearing shall be held in relation to this local law, at which interested parties and citizens shall have an opportunity to be heard.  This hearing shall be held at the Senior Center on September 26, 2018, at 7:00 o’clock p.m., and notice of said hearing shall be published in the official newspaper of general circulation in the Village of Catskill by the Village Clerk and posted in Village Hall, at least ten (10) days before such hearing.  This notice of said hearing shall also be posted on the Village’s website at https://www.villageofcatskill.net.   Such notice shall be in the form annexed to this resolution.

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the Village Clerk shall cause the proposed Moratorium Law to be referred to the Greene County Planning Board and the Village of Catskill Planning Board for recommendations.
