Work Session Meeting:

Motion made by Smith, seconded by Law, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Smith, seconded by Grasse, to adopt Resolution # 5-2020 for Negative Declaration under SEQRA for adoption of 2020 Comprehensive Plan. Read into the record by Trustee Smith. AYES: Smith, Grasse, Kozloski & Law. Absent: Seeley. Motion Carried.

Jeanette O’Neil with Columbia-Green media spoke to the board with regards to the Catskill Food Festival to be held September 12th, 2020 from. The Festival will be the same layout as last year with the location of the bands changing. O’Neil was requesting permission from the board to close the street from Bridge Street to Church Street from 7:00am to 7:00pm.

Motion made by Smith, seconded by Law, to give permission for the Catskill Food Festival to close off Main Street from Bridge St. to Church St. from 7:00am to 7:00pm on September 12th, 2020. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Bob Hoven with Beatty Power’s spoke with regard to the “B-Spirited” Festival at Beatty to celebrate Hudson Valley Distillers planned for June 27th, 2020. Hoven stated that due to the COVID-19 pandemic that they thought it would be best to cancel the event until September and follow CDC health guidelines. Hoven also spoke on behalf of Cultivate Catskill to do a Village Clean up day on April 18th. Trustee Law said that she met with DPW Superintendent Mike McGrath and already discussed that date for clean-up in the Village. Law will work together with Cultivate Catskill for Village Clean up day April 18th, 2020. The Village will provide garbage bags. Howard St. to be used as a distribution area. 

Trustee Law made an announcement April 1st to April 7th if you rake
and pile your leaves and brush to the end of your lawn, the DPW will remove it for you.
No garbage or fence posts allowed.

Cultivate Catskill wants to do an event on July 25th to celebrate the installation of memorial bricks, historic walk etc. for Main Street. Want to eventually put a banner up on Main Street.


Tony Piccardi spoke to the board regarding Gilette’s Carnival (the Carnival that used to take place in the old Jamesway plaza). The dates given for the event were June 10th to June 14th. They wanted to set up at Dutchman’s Landing, but due to the paving of the parking lot of Dutchman’s to take place April 27th, the carnival could damage the new blacktop. Piccardi mentioned that he looked at other locations as well and would have Coxsackie transport to bus people to and from the location or choice. There was mention of possibly using the Senior Center parking lot for the event. Vice-President Kozloski advised Piccardi to have the carnival look at that spot and get back to us. Kozloski said that the CDC regulations are recommending outdoor events to be no more than 250 people. Kozloski thanked Piccardi for all his hard work in trying to get this going.

Deb Samuels spoke with regard to the old St. Patrick’s School and wanting the information that she obtained to be put on record in the meeting minutes. The information obtained was regarding the assessment of the tax value of the property being lowered twice since it had been purchased. The original assessment was $690,000 and is now assessed at $158,200. Samuels stated that the owner Dennis Frascello asked the assessor in 2018 to lower the assessment due to the presence of asbestos, and it was lowered. Samuels added that again in 2019 Frascello asked to have the assessment lowered again for structural problems in the old gym. The assessor’s office lowered it again as it was potentially going to be grieved. Kozloski stated that the Village didn’t have their own assessor that we share with the Town of Catskill. Town Board member Patrick McCulloch stated if the building was structurally unsound that they would have to check with Elliot in their code department who would have to talk to Mike Ragaini in Village code of the findings. 

Open to Department Heads and the Board:

Trustee Grasse mentioned that Dutchman’s Landing will be paved on Monday April 27th and closed for about 3 days. Also, they have been getting a lot of applications for the Galley at Dutchman’s Landing with the hopes of getting a respectable person in there to run it for the summer. Trustee Law said there is a copy of the lease and applications on the Village website if anyone else is interested applications accepted until Friday March 13th. 

Trustee Law mentioned that she as well as the merchants are planning the Village Easter Egg hunt for April 12th, 2020. Last year that had 7,000 Easter eggs for the kids to collect and want to increase to 10,000 eggs this year with a few having a “golden ticket” inside for a great prize. They are looking for volunteers to help. Law also added that the Leaf and Debris clean up ad well as upkeeping of property notices are on the Village website, Facebook page etc. Grasse added maybe doing a cleanup contest between residents.

Motion made by Grasse, seconded by Smith, to go into Executive Session. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.
