Patrick McCulloch on behalf of the Fire Dept. regarding a quote received from Wells Communications for pagers. The Dept. was looking to purchase 12 UHF Portable radios and microphones for ground fire operations. The total cost as per state bid was $7,873.00. It was noted that the money was in the budget for this purchase.

Nancy Richards congratulated the Village and Steph for getting the $1,000,000 grant for her building and that it was great for her as well as the Village. Nancy updated the board and public on a few items: 
· LWRP Grant moving along, and heard from the State that they are sending a copy of the contract to the board for review and need to have a resolution to send it back to them after April 9th 2018. 
· Planning board still has one position that needs to be filled. 
· Saturday April 21st 2018 clean-up day sign up at 9am-1pm.
·  Music in the park starts June 21st – August 30th. A beach boys tribute band will be there July 5th and fireworks will be that night and they would like to also have food vendors in the park that evening as well. 
· Farmer’s Market June 8th – September 14th and there will also be a 2nd Annual Farm to Table dinner.
· Catskill Community Center wants to use Elliot park for summer rec starting July 2nd- August 3rd. The board was OK with that.

Peter Markou from HOCA spoke with regards to the Pole Barn Pavilion at Dutchman’s Landing. HOCA has $16,000 put aside for the structure. Home Depot will be building it with a crew from their foundation. The structure will be 30’ x 60’ Markou will contact Lowe’s as well for help or donations. Kevin Conklin is the Architect. The pavilion will be for the farmers market, weddings, parties etc.  HOCA plans to have it up by June. The board suggested that Markou get in touch with Michael McGrath of the DPW for placement of the structure. Nancy mentioned that there were monies set aside for new grills and picnic tables, no cost at all to the taxpayers.
