Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Dushane, to approve submitted department reports. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Appropriations meeting will be held Tuesday May 22nd 2018, 6:00pm at the Catskill High School Auditorium.

Board needs to review Village Court audit at their discretion. President Seeley also mentioned the possibility of disposing old court records with Iron Mountain and maybe a possible grant for this. Seeley said he would speak with the judges on this regard.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Dushane, to approve the purchase of two used trucks for the DPW, a utility pick-up truck and an Expedition which will replace the explorer. Both vehicles will be $15,900.00, with no Warrantee. Discussion: Lift gate to be purchased for Pick-up truck in the new budget. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Fire Dept. requested to have their Tag Day May 25th 2018 from 3:00pm-8:00pm at Central Ave and Catskill Commons Intersection and Route 23 and Rout 385 Intersections.  There were complaints received regarding other tag days/can shakes prior, about traffic back up and such. After much discussion the Board decided not to approve any other tag days except the Fire Dept. to hold their tag days at the Central Ave and Catskill Commons Intersection. Motion made by Grasse, seconded by Smith to approve the Fire Department only to hold tag days at the Central Ave and Catskill Commons Intersection. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Nancy Richards spoke with regards to Lumberyard to block of the streets for specific events. With regard to the July 5th date it was noted that it would be traffic issue with the fireworks at Dutchman’s Landing being that same night. Trustee Dushane said that he was not in favor of shutting down Water Street from Thursday July5th to Sunday July 8th for a closed function not open to the public. Nancy stated she would ask the owner specific dates and times. 

Nancy also mentioned that Cornell Adoptive Design came to do a presentation to choose 4 designs and invited the professor to talk at a later date to the board and public. The designs are to help the environment, water runoff, etc. 
· LWRP committee was selected and Nancy said that the board would get a list of members.
· LWRP lasts a year to 15 months and there will be more meetings.
Nancy updates: the next planning board meeting for May 14th will be for the SEQR for the West Main Street project phases 2 & 3.
· HOCA spoke with Karl Zwoboda and he will do the slab for the pavilion and they still need get in touch with Home Depot and Lowe’s for help. The intention is to have it up by the summer.

Cultivate Catskill re: Dog Park Bob Hoven represented Shelly Pulver. Trustee Grasse spoke a little about removing dead trees and possibly put in some benches and picnic tables at their expense. President Seeley also mentioned fencing in the dog park. Bob Hoven stated the Dog Park needs some help and that Cultivate would like to spruce it up. They want to get a plan from Story’s nursery and incorporate color in shrubs and trees. Hoven also mentioned that they want to dedicate the park for paws in honor of Miss Pulver’s late husband. The board was “OK” with these ideas.

Trustee Kozloski mentioned that Officer Andrew Jones will be retiring for the Village of Catskill’s Police Dept. and thanked him for his years or service.

President Seeley was approached by HiLo stating that they want to do something on the street with Music on August 5th. They will come to a future board meeting to discuss plans for the event. More or less like a block party free to the public would possible shut down the street from the corner of Bridge St. to William St.

Chief Darling stated that next Saturday there will be a Veteran’s event to honor a Vet. Street to be closed off in front of the court house. Also, that Thomas Cole needs signs to close off the Street for their event as well.

Patrick McCulloch added that they haven’t heard anything about the grants yet. The Fire Dept. would like to do a dedication ceremony August 4th at Dutchman’s Landing.

Seeley added that the old Bottle Shop was sold and that it would possibly be a comedy place or distillery.

Motion made by Smith, seconded by Dushane to go into Executive Session for a personnel matter. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.
