
MINUTES OF THE VILLAGE OF CATSKILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES


November 28, 2011

The meeting was called to order by President Seeley and opened with the Pledge of Allegiance.

AGENDA:
Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kehoe, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, second by Kozloski to approve Department reports and Treasurer=s reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, second by McCulloch to appoint Charles Bepler to the Village Planning Board to serve a term from December 2011 to December 2014.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Dawn Moyer of 14 Liberty Street had a complaint with regard to “a sailboat/vessel (~13 ft high x 22 ft long) sitting on top of an unregistered and uninspected boat trailer since 2003, not owned by the property owner or resident, is being stored/parked on an unsurfaced/unpaved backyard area as of 11/13/11, which raises safety concerns and is not a specified permitted or special use for R2 zoned properties.  The size of the unit makes it plainly visible from our property as well as our neighbor’s which detracts from the ascetic value of the neighborhood.  Note:  last inspection and registration date of trailer and owner of boat residing in Philmont, NY was verified by officer Kozlowski (sic) on 11/14/11.”  Moyer would like to have the boat and trailer moved to the pavement; vehicles inspected and registered; and, then have an ordinance against junk in yards.  Code Officer Ragaini went on to state that there is no law in regards to recreation vehicles on property owners’ yards.  The Board members each had input:  McCulloch said that the Board is not in the business of what people have or put in their backyards and was against an ordinance with regard to same.  Kozloski suggested putting paverstones underneath the wheels of the trailer and was against an ordinance with regard to this issue.  Chewens suggested calling the boat owner and asking him to move it to the pavement but that the boat owner is not breaking any laws.  Kehoe suggested asking to have the boat moved to pavement; was against ordinance in this regard.  President Seeley suggested calling the boat owner to move boat and that this issue will be revisited in the Spring.  D. Moyer would like ‘closure’ from the Code Officer with regard to her complaint form.
