Presentation made by Ta-var and Daseen Edmonds for the Columbia-Greene Tobacco Coalition, as well as Lisa Heinz and Christian Harris.  Mr. Harris stated that Ta-var and Daseen collected a one-gallon Ziploc baggie full of cigarette butts in a half hour at the Mott Street Slide in Catskill.  Ta-var and Daseen asked the Board if there could be more signage and whether or not a law can be passed for no smoking in parks in the Village.  Lisa Heinz stated that the City of Hudson does not allow any smoking in any parks or areas of recreation.  She further stated that she could provide signage to make people aware of the debris that spent cigarettes leave; as well as sample resolutions for the Village to use.  Lisa said that she would work with the Village to get the message out to visitors and residents.  President Bagshaw thanked all for their presentation and for the visual of the debris left at the Mott St. slide.  

Dennis Frascello made a presentation to the Board with regard to his proposal for the St. Pat’s school.  He would like to use the existing structure to make senior living space for ages 55 and over.  He proposes 20 units in the main building (school) and would eventually rehab the gym and fields for community use.  Questions asked were what happens if the units are not filled; and what would happen with the lot in the back?  President Bagshaw stated that we are getting too far ahead as this proposal has to go before the Planning and Zoning Boards first.  Bagshaw also said that Frascello may be able to get some direction from Catskill Mountain Housing to see what kind of market/need there is in this area for said project.  Chris Rappleyea said that she thought the property was in contract with someone proposing a ceramics/art school.  Again, President Bagshaw reiterated that any proposed projects must go before the Planning and/or Zoning Boards.  

Patrick McCulloch let the Board know that the Fire Department was hosting a Tag Day in front of the Fire Station on Thanksgiving eve from 3:00 – 7:00PM.
