Motion made by Seeley, seconded by Chewens, to approve the Village of Catskill Court Office’s application for a JCAP Grant for courtroom and court office improvements.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Nancy Richards spoke to the Board with regard to the reappointment to the Planning Board of Bill Zwoboda whose term is up this month; as well as the Zoning Board appointment of Paul Jilek, whose term is up this month also.  Motion made by Seeley, seconded by Chewens, to reappoint Bill Zwoboda to the Planning Board.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Nancy Richards is awaiting a response from Paul Jilek with regard to his reappointment.

Nancy also addressed the Board regarding a request from a property owner on Bartow Street who would like to make his property, which is currently half commercial and half residential, all residential as Bartow Street is all residential.  The Board stated that this would have to be reviewed, and would respond once they receive the paperwork on same.  Nancy said that she would make sure that the Board received the paperwork regarding this matter.

Chief Darling introduced Cody Bell to the Board and asked the Board to approve his move from part-time dispatcher to part-time police officer, pending Civil Service canvasing.  Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Seeley, to approve hiring Cody Bell as part-time police officer.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Seeley, to approve Jackie Dolan, Robert Polleri and John Wolfersteig as new members to the Catskill Fire Department, as all either live or work within the Catskill Fire Department coverage area.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Seeley, seconded by Chewens, to approve moving Craig Turczyn from Associate Member roster back onto the Active Member roster.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.
Letter from Mohamad El Ayoubi was read regarding the water/sewer bill for 71 West Bridge Street, a house he purchased at auction.  Said water/sewer bill is for $2,059.69.  Apparently someone disconnected the heating system causing the water to run constantly onto the basement floor.  Mr. El Ayoubi asked the Board for the sewer part of the bill to be forgiven, as the water did not go down into the sewer system.  President Bagshaw stated that the homes purchase through the auction process are ‘as is’, and any current charges owed on the property, are the responsibility of the new purchaser.  Bagshaw asked Peter Markou, Treasurer for Greene County, who was present for the meeting, if the property auctioned is ‘as is’, and Mr. Markou agreed.  The Board denied Mr. El Ayoubi’s request for waiving the sewer fee on the bill for 71 West Bridge St.

Letter from Abul Fateh who owns 218 Jefferson Heights asking the Board to adjust his water bill as he had a pipe break in the residence, and was not informed by his tenants until the ceiling was falling down, that there was an issue in the home.  The Board denied said request, as the tenants should have notified the landlord sooner than they had.
