Motion made by Paolino, seconded by Dushane, to approve payment of audited bills.    AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Paolino, to approve submitted department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Honorable Kate Izzo presented to the Board the proposal for the JCAP Grant.  Said proposal consists of computer hardware and software; file cabinets; desks and chairs; as well as furniture for the courtroom.  Said enhancements total $5,004.88, which Hon. Izzo is asking the Board for approval to move forward with said JCAP Grant.  Motion made by Paolino, seconded by Dushane, to approve said JCAP Grant Application.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Homeowners Shari Kimmel and Sam Perez, of 5 Landon Avenue, came to the Board with regard to a ‘curb’ installed by their neighbor at 7 Landon Avenue, which is causing difficulties for Kimmel and Perez to gain access to their vehicles in their driveway, as well as causing water to pool on their driveway, which will cause icing in the winter.  Kimmel and Perez asked the Board for an amendment to said Village of Catskill Zoning Regulation 4.8 Fences, as to be more specific in stating that a homeowner who is erecting a fence on their property should place the fence 1 foot from their property line.  Said neighbor told Code Officer that he was placing ‘curbing’ along his property line.  Code Officer agrees that said ‘curbing’ was more of a garden or landscape fencing than a curb.  President Seeley stated that according to Section 4.8 Fences – “If a fence or other structure deemed by the Code Enforcement Officer to be designed primarily to cause annoyance or damage to an adjoining owner, in no case will it be permitted.”  The Board asked the Code office to amend said Section 4.8 Fences to read one (1’) foot from the property line and to place the good side of the fence out.  Code Officer said that change will be made for next Village Board meeting.  

Phillip Gjergji made a proposal to the Village Board with regard to his property located off Fairview Avenue in the Town of Catskill.  He owns 3.70 acres in the Town and asked the Village Board to annex into the Village.  Gjergji proposes 1 to 3 residential sites on the property.  The Village Board agreed to the annexation and told Gjergji to have his attorney move forward with the annexation process and that he also needed the Town of Catskill Town Board approval.  

Letters were read from Catskill Housing Authority and US Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) with regard to a grant in the sum of $45,002.00 received by Catskill Housing Authority for cameras.  CHA received estimates from 2 companies, one of which is the lower bid of $53,660.15.  CHA asked the Board if the difference of $8,658.15 could come from the Village.  The Village Board decided against the Village paying the difference between the Grant funds and the cost.  3 Trustees said ‘no’; 1 Trustee said ‘yes’; and one Trustee abstained.

Nancy Richards update:

10/21 – Turkey Trot at 10:00 AM – already Board approved and police have been reminded.

Nancy stated that the Village of Catskill received funding for two different Grants.  First grant was for $25,500 for a Hudson River Shoreline Flooding Plan including an analysis of potential changes to the Village’s local zoning code to address resiliency issues; the second grant received for $42,500 to complete a Risk and Engineering Review of the Village of Catskill Waterfront System, and to implement recommendations from “Resilient Catskill Report of the Catskill Waterfront Resilience Task Force”.  The grants are 85% state contribution; and the Village is responsible for the other 15%.  The Board thanked Nancy and Donna of Crawford & Associates for all the hard work involved in working on said Grants.
Nancy reminded the Board about the dinner at the Agro-Forestry regarding mitigation.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Paolino, to approve curfew for Halloween night as “any minor must be accompanied by someone 18 or older after 9:00 PM”.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.
   
Harold Rivenburgh gave an update on the Fire Department building construction and stated that everything is right on schedule; and that the new truck is working out well.

Trustee Paolino spoke about the DPW helping with the Christmas tree this year, as has been done in the past; and asked Mike McGrath to connect with Eileen Dees on this matter.

Paolino also told the Board that he was approached about a 4-way stop on Grandview and Bogardus Avenue.
