Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Paolino, to approve payment of audited bills.    AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to approve submitted department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Sigrid Coons came to the Board with regard to property on Orchard Avenue particularly the 25’ x 40’ paved street section that was deeded from the Village of Catskill.  Ms. Coons would like to remove said paved section of Orchard Ave. from their deed.  There is an issue with the neighbor who believes he owns the end of Orchard Ave.  He has left a vehicle with a trailer attached, and it is a danger for anyone turning around at the end of the street.  He was asked to remove the vehicle and trailer due to it being a liability, and reluctantly they were moved.  The Coons do not want to have any potential liability and would like to deed the property back to the Village.  President Bagshaw recommended going to the Town on this matter, but the deed is with the Village.  Sigrid asked if her attorney could contact the Clerk’s office to start the process of doing a Quitclaim deed.  Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Paolino, to move on this issue.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Vice-President Paolino said he was asked about the Greenway Scenic Walkway on William Street, and was told that an adjacent property owner planted shrubbery along the pathway.  Paolino stated that he would send Code Officer there as well as the DPW Superintendent to check the right-of-way; also will have office look for survey map of the walking trails.

Christie Griffin of Magpie Books asked if there was any way to have more bike racks installed on Main Street, as they are used all of the time.  The Board said that they would ask to see if DPW could make and install more.

Elton Vandermark complained to the Board about his water bill being higher than usual, his normal is $66.20, and this time his usage was 19 units for $139.29.  He told the Board that he had 6 tomato plants that he watered this summer, but it should not cost that much.  He would like the Board to reduce his bill to his normal use.  The Board denied any forgiveness on this.  Elton stated that he would pay the bill in coins.  Vandermark also complained about 54 Broome St. saying that there are kids going in there and that there are tools and a generator inside.  He also complained about the leak in front of his house and asked DPW to come look at same.

Paul Moon asked the Board about the property transfer from the Village to Moon, sometime in 1995/96.  This needs to be looked into.

Board was notified that Halloween curfew will be at 8:00 PM for persons 16 and under.

Motion made by Paolino, seconded by Chewens, to adjourn the meeting.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.
