[bookmark: _Hlk529193616]Motion made by Smith, seconded by Kozloski, to approve payment of audited bills.  AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.

[bookmark: _Hlk29557790]Motion made by Law, seconded by Smith, to approve submitted department reports. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried. 

Erin Holdridge and Jen Lebowitz spoke on behalf of Santa’s Helpers. They requested to collect money in front of the firehouse on November 23rd and 24th from 9am- 3pm. Fire Dept to provide vests to them for safety. Board was all ok with it. 

Nancy Richards & Liz Loguidice gave the board and public an update on Climate Smart Communities. Nancy introduced Kelsey West who spoke about poetry to protect the planet event held at Bridge Street Theater on 9/29/19 that focused on climate change which counted towards points needed for grants and thanked all that were involved with the event. Liz gave a brief description on Climate Smart and said that they would need to pass a resolution to have recycle bins near trash cans in public buildings to gain more points, such as Village Hall. President Seeley stated that it would come down to garbage pickup. Mike McGrath DPW Superintendent, stated that there is a dumpster at the garage for recyclables. Liz stated that passing the resolution would gain 3 points to their approximate 60 current points they already have. Nancy spoke about a flood resilience network of riverfront communities that’s have been meeting regarding flooding and are looking to expand. Nancy was asked to host the next meeting on January 9th from 12pm-2pm at Creekside Restaurant and asked if it would be ok to have about 30 attendees view and tour the Sewer Plant to see the improvement that have been made since the flooding that we had and asked for some trustees to be present. Board gave the ok to do so.

Seeley spoke regarding a streetscape plan in conjunction with the LDC. Items that were being looked at were electric car chargers, bicycle repair rack, bike rack and trees that all would have to be within the grant parameters from West Bridge Street to La Conca D’oro. Trees to be placed into concrete planter boxes. Cost would be about $6,500.00 for trees.  Trustee Grasse was worried about congestion on the sidewalks asking for the size of the planters with the trees. Seeley asked Hudson Talbot to measure the layout and get back to the board and have a design ready buy the end of the year. The car charger would be approximately $8,000.00. Seeley said we would have to look into our electric bill rates to see if it would go up with the charging station and figures out if the person charging would pay or the Village. Nancy Richards would get the specs. 



Motion made by Smith, seconded by Kozloski, to appoint William R. Jacobs as Associate Judge until end of March 2020 to fill the late Judge William Wootton’s vacant elected term. Discussion: Seeley mentioned that Jacobs was Judge in the Town for approximately 5 years and retired Catskill Police Department after 25 years and that he would work well with everyone. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried. 

Amanda with Upstate Gypsy a new store coming to the Village at 7 West Bridge St came to introduce herself to the board and the public. November 2nd she wants to have local vendors in the parking lot by Henderson Oil if she can’t first get permission to go by coney island. The board welcomed her to the community. 

Yenal Kucuker with Verizon came in to discuss cell network plans for 2020. With regards to their 4G network related project with a possible 5G network opportunity in the future. The project consists of putting up a light post by the county courthouse at 352 Main Street as light post are easier that than roof top due to engineering. Its noted as a “smart pole” with FCC ruled guidelines for the municipality as well as certain height requirements. The pole is like a Wi-Fi system with the possibility of having one on every block to help increase cell service in the area. Kozloski asked what distance the pole would cover, and the response was only for Main Street. Seeley added that if the board doesn’t action then Verizon could do what they want. Currently its informational only on this long-term project. Deb Samuels had a concern regarding Verizon pulling off cell tower on Hamburg Rd and why it wouldn’t be replaced. Yanel stated that that was not his expertise and he would have to ask Verizon engineers about the macro site. Samuels also had concerns about 5G networks being a health hazard to people and the environment. Yanel stated that the FCC that there was no health impact and Verizon is used as a model for other carriers. Kozloski mentioned there being a small tower already at the Verizon building on West Main Street. Seeley added that there is a demand on Main Street and asked what the next phase would be. Yanel is to keep in touch with the board.

Open to the Board:

Trustee Law spoke with regards to Halloween event set for October 26th from 11am-4pm. She got permission from the fire dept. to use 8 tables. Town providing truck with trailer and hay. DPW to block part of the county parking lot. Police garage to have haunted house from 1pm-4pm. Circle W proving cider and donuts, movie theater providing free popcorn and kirwans game store proving free comics. Ghost storts in Leggio park and a costume contest.

Kozloski stated that the DPW is on schedule for leaf pick up and still flushing hydrants 10pm-6am. DPW still working on Board Street.

November 13th meeting will be the 2nd public hearing for the Comp Plan in conjunction with the Village Board meeting, if the draft is not completed by then it may have to be postponed.

Robert Tomlinson gave gratitude to Cultivate Catskill for their hard works on the gardens and a Thank You for making it look beautiful.

Motion made by Smith, seconded by Grasse, to adjourn the meeting and go into executive session. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.
