Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Dushane, to approve submitted department reports. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

Motion made by Smith, seconded by Kozloski, to approve and vote yes on the moratorium in the Village to stop any new building from the Uncle Sam Bridge down to the Point. AYES: All Trustees present, and all were a Yes. Motion carried. The moratorium was read into the record as written. President Seeley added that the next steps to take were to meet with Donna form Crawford and to meet with a planner for the Comp Plan for the Village. Nothing to be decided at this meeting and Seeley and Grasse were to attend.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Kozloski, to approve the reappointment of John Holt onto the Zoning Board for another 3-year term ending November 2021.

Erica Brantley from the Catskill Housing Board sent Samuel Aldi in her place to update the board on their progress. Aldi came up with a nine-point plan of correction for the board and spoke briefly about some of the things he would like to do and his experience. 

Motion made by Grasse, seconded by Smith, to approve the appointment of Samuel Aldi to the Catskill Housing Authority Board. AYES:  All Trustees present. Motion carried.

President Seeley spoke the public about having a liaison from the Art community to discuss projects going on in the Village and events. This wouldn’t be a paid position and the would also being doing some LDC work. A name that was mentioned for this position was Kay Stamer as being an option. Robert Tomlinson said he was in support of a committee for the arts. Seeley asked the board for their input on this and Dushane stated it was good to get the info out to the public for the communication. Smith, Kosloski and Grasse agreed with Dushane and Kozloski added that Kay Stamer would be a good pick.

Seeley opened up comment to the board and Grasse brought up concerns with chatter on social media regarding the board as well as Village Departments not doing their jobs. He explained to the public that there is a process to take and that things are getting done and take time. Kozloski added that everyone needs to realize that when the Village cleans up a property and puts in on the owner’s taxes that we do not get the money until the following years taxes are paid. 

Seeley stated that regarding clean up issues that they invited those who have complained about this to come to board meetings and speak to the board directly and that they need to attend these meetings.

There was discussion regarding a T.V. Monitor that was discussed at a previous meeting that they didn’t want to have it in the Police Station but would rather have it at the community center where Jen Dubois and staff can update the board meetings, events with Village business only. Thoughts from the board: Smith said it would be in the window 24/7. Dushane asked if it would be open to other municipalities such as the Town of Catskill. Seeley said it would be ok for Town info, but the focus is the events that the Village has/endorsed. The community center would govern this and oversee uploading the information on Village Board meetings, Planning and Zoning meetings parade of lights etc. Seeley said they would have to assign the rights to the community center to add the information provided from the Village.

Nancy Richards mentioned that the teachers from Catskill High School want to do a 5k race on December 1st, 2018 from the school to the point. It would be 10:30am-11:30 or 11:45 am.

John Delvecchio brought up a sign on the side of Lumberyard and one on the old candy man building being there longer than they should. Nancy let them know there is a 30 day temporary sign and that both companies were late in getting them down and discussion continued. Everyone agreed that the temp signs need to come down after the 30 days.

Business owner on West Bridge Street and person that put a post on social media, thanked the board and workers for getting things done over there. Seeley told them next time there are any issues up there or anywhere in the Village to take the proper steps and go to Code Enforcement and fill out the forms before posting to social media.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Grasse, to adjourn the meeting. AYES: All Trustees present. Motion carried.
