Minutes:  November 25, 2019  

Roll Call:  Patrick McCulloch (Chairman), Ann Gibbons, Mitchell Smith, Tom Gibson, Mike Ragaini (Code Enforcement Officer), Sherri Law (Note taker), Michele Wait, Adam Crandall, Aaron Smith, Vincent Seally (Village President), Joseph Kozloski (Trustee), and Bob Briski.   



Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Patrick McCulloch called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, took roll call (Gilbert & Michele excused), and requested a motion to approve the minutes of the November 11 meeting.    Mitchell Smith moved to approve the minutes, second by Tom Gibson.  All in favor of approving prior minutes.  

Building Permit (23 Thompson Street, Fence, E. Gile/Owner)   

Adam Crandall, contractor for the proposed project was present.  Adam Crandall requesting a building permit to build a fence at 23 Thompson Street to keep the owner’s small dog safe and enclosed within the yard.  Chairman Patrick McCulloch asked if the fence was to be painted (question submitted via email by absent board members).  Mitchell Smith agreed with the question and stated that it would look better.  Mitchell requested that the paint blend in with the house.  Adam said that the fence could be painted and it would be green to match the trim of the house.  Adam also explained that the material used would not be chicken wire, but a more industrial strength wire that would be black against the green paint.  Tom Gibson suggested that Adam also put caps on the fence posts.  Adam stated that he would do that.  Tom Gibson moved to approve the building permit, second by Mitchell Smith: all were in favor.  Building permit approved.  


Building Permit (89 William Street, Fence, Bob Briski/Contractor)  

Bob Briski, contractor for the proposed project was present.  Bob Briski requesting a building permit to build a fence at 89 William Street for privacy from the road/traffic and to keep a dog enclosed within the yard.  The fence is to be a white vinyl fence for privacy and will allow for air flow.  The front will be 4’ high and the sides will be 6’ high.  Mitchell Smith suggests that there should be some landscaping for the front of the fence facing the street.  Bob stated that that was part of the plan.  Bob also began some discussion on the possibility of the front being 6’ high as well.  The board stated the original plan would be approved, but if the owner wanted to go to 6’ in the front then the plan would have to go to the zoning board for approval.  Bob understood and said that he would carry that information back to the owner.  Tom Gibson moved to approve the building permit, second by Ann Gibbons: all were in favor.  Building permit approved.  

Water’s Edge Condominiums (Michele Wait & Aaron Smith)

Michele Wait and Aaron Smith were present to discuss the proposed Water’s Edge Condominiums.  Michele started off by saying that they took the previous recommendations and looked at landscaping, settlement, and control issues.  Village President, Vincent Seally, requests an appeal letter stating that it would be helpful if they could create a timeline of events and what they were proposing to be done during the moratorium period.  Chairman Patrick McCulloch stated that he didn’t see any reason that the project shouldn’t move forward.  Vincent discussed that at the end of the moratorium that the comp plan would have to be reviewed and if there were any issues the board would have to make the decision whether to accept it or if certain things would have to go to the zoning board for approval.  Patrick stated that there would have to be another public notice/hearing sometime in January to notify local residents in the paper.  At this time, there doesn’t appear to be any issues with the comp plan and things would move forward during the moratorium period.  Ann Gibbons suggested that we have our local DPW review the property and the proposed plan to build 2 feet above the flood plain.  CEO, Mike Ragaini, stated that he would be involved in that process.  Patrick suggested that at our next meeting on December 9 that all of the plans are laid out and things are looked at thoroughly.  All of the board that was present agreed and Michele and Aaron were invited to come back.       



Public Discussion

*Village President, Vincent Seally, present to discuss proposed Stewart’s project.  The need for a zoning board meeting was brought up and will be set up.  Waiting on the application from Stewart’s to do so.  If the plan is approved, there was discussion about what should be done with the property on the water line across the street from the actual building.  Vincent suggested that the board come up with some ideas of what they thought was appropriate.  Ann Gibbons raised a question about the gas pumps.  Vincent stated that he would like to suggest that the gas pumps be made to be easily transferred over to car charging stations with the way the future is looking. 

*Climate Start Project Update-Village President, Vincent Seally, stated that the village would be receiving 2 electric car charging ports that would be credit card run.  The proposed locations are: 1 at Dutchman’s Landing and 1 at the Senior Center.  

*Affordable housing concerns were proposed by Village President, Vincent Seally.  Vincent mentioned concerns with all of the local Air B n B’s that were popping up and mentioned that they are taking away from the locals to have affordable housing and catering more to the city people, leaving locals scrambling to find affordable housing and possibly affecting local businesses.  Several ideas/suggestions were raised by the board to look into the possibility of operating permits and local village taxes.  To be revisited in the future after the proposed hotel has been built.  

*38 William Street-CEO, Mike Ragaini, gave an update stating that the owner of 38 William Street, Jay, will be starting renovations soon.  Discussion between CEO and Mitchell Smith on the property at that location and some of the historic features that will be restored.       


Mitchell Smith moved to adjourn the meeting, second by Tom Gibson.
