Minutes:  October 28, 2019  

Roll Call:  Patrick McCulloch (Chairman), Ann Gibbons, Gilbert Bagnell, Michele Pulver, Mitchell Smith, Tom Gibson, Joseph Kozloski (Trustee), Mike Ragaini (Code Enforcement Officer), Jesse Moore/Bob Briski (Resident requesting site plan review), Brandon Veakins (Resident requesting site plan review), Sherri Law (Note taker & resident requesting sign permit), and James Callahan (Resident requesting sign permit). 



Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Patrick McCulloch called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, took roll call (all present), and requested a motion to approve the minutes of the September 9 meeting.  All in favor of approving prior minutes.  

Site Plan Review (380 Main Street, Windows, Jesse Moore/Owner)   

Jesse Moore presented a site plan review for the windows at 380 Main Street.  The site plan was reviewed previously and approved via email.  Jesse discussed the plan briefly and received positive reviews for the plan to keep things like the original structure.  Tom Gibson moved to approve the site plan review, second by Ann Gibbons: all were in favor.    


Site Plan Review (476 Main Street, Windows, Brandon Veakins) 

Brandon Veakins for John Paez presented a site plan review for the windows at 476 Main Street.  There was a discussion by the board on the exact location of the building while the board reviewed the submitted photos and proposal.  After a review and discussion about the windows introduced by board member Gilbert Bagnell, board member Michele Pulver suggested that the owner replace “like with like” stating that she liked the idea of staying with the original design.  After some discussion, Michele Pulver moved to approve the site plan review with the stipulation that the 3 front windows be 2 over 2 and the side windows could be 1 over 1, but they would prefer 2 over 2 there as well, second by Mitchell Smith:  all were in favor.  Chairman Patrick McCulloch updated permit notes with new agreement.  


Sign Permit (Child Advocacy Center, 455-457 Main Street, Sherri Law)

Sherri Law presented her request for 2 signs that would located at 455-457 Main Street.  The first sign would be located near the back entrance of the building and would be about 17 square feet in size and would include the logo of the agency with the street address.  Gilbert Bagnell moved to approve the sign permit, second by Tom Gibson: all were in favor.  The second sign permit request was for a sign that would be mounted flush up against the building and would include arrows with the other programs in the building to show where the other program’s entrances were located.  This sign would be 9 square feet in total.  Ann Gibbons moved to approve the sign permit, second by Mitchell Smith:  all were in favor.  


Sign Permit (Verizon, 40 Grandview Plaza, James Callahan for Barry Callahan)

James Callahan for Barry Callahan presented a sign permit request for a new sign located at 40 Grandview Plaza at the Verizon store.  The plan is for the old sign to be removed and replaced with a new sign which is much more aesthetically pleasing (simpler/cleaner design), but is larger than the existing sign.  Board member Mitchell stated that the only concern was the size of the sign.  CEO, Mike Ragaini, stated that according to the code book that roof signs could be over the allowed 40 square foot limit.  After some discussion and review of the actual codes in the book, it was agreed that because of the location of the sign (rooftop), that the sign could be approved based on the size regulations in the code book for roof signs.  Tom Gibson moved to approve the sign permit, second by Anne Gibbons: all were in favor.  Additionally, the panel sign near the roadside will be replaced (same size as the old one).   


Public Discussion

*Discussion to add 23 Thompson Street to the next meeting’s agenda.  Request to put up a fence (residential, board w/ wiring) for their dog.  The board agreed that it will be added to the next meeting’s agenda.

*Updates given by Mike Ragaini:
-Central Hudson Building on Main Street to be painted yellow and gray.  
-Stewart’s will have to apply for a variance due to zoning laws.  Waiting on the application to set up the zoning board meeting.  

*Water’s Edge-Discussion on creating a universal comp plan allowed by zoning between board members, Mike Ragaini, and Joseph Kozloski.  Trustee Greg Smith conferenced in to participate in the discussion.  In conclusion, there will be a public hearing to review the final draft of the comp plan on November 7.  Joseph Kozloski agreed to publish and post details of the meeting so that everyone is informed that the next meeting will be a public hearing.  After the meeting, the plan may be eligible for another public hearing or will be approved (TBD).
