Minutes:  December 9, 2019  

Roll Call:  Patrick McCulloch (Chairman), Ann Gibbons, Mitchell Smith, Tom Gibson, Gilbert Bagnell, Michele Pulver, Mike Ragaini (Code Enforcement Officer), Sherri Law (Note taker), Aaron Smith, Joseph Kozloski (Trustee), Karl Heck, Aurum Sofer, Mark Dupre, and Matt Kusewich.   



Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Patrick McCulloch called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, took roll call, and requested a motion to approve the minutes of the November 25 meeting.    Mitchell Smith moved to approve the minutes, second by Tom Gibson.  All in favor of approving prior minutes.  Discussion on vacant spot on the board with Joseph Kozloski to get more information on Wednesday evening at their meeting.    

Site Plan Review (215 Main Street, Fence, Mark Dupre/Contractor)   

Mark Dupre, contractor for the proposed project was present.  Mark Dupre requesting a permit to build a fence at 215 Main Street (corner of Main Street and Henry Street).  Chairman Patrick McCulloch requested a better picture of the proposed fence.  Mark Dupre showed plans and photos to the board.  Michele Pulver requested to know the color of the fence.  Discussion between board and Mark Dupre about the measurements of the fence and a proposed shed to be built on the property.  Mitchell Smith reminded board and Mark Dupre that a 4 foot fence was the requirement for the front since Mark Dupre was requesting a 6 foot fence.  Patrick McCulloch agreed that the board is only allowed to approve a 4 foot fence and that in order to have a 6 foot fence, the requestor would have to go to the zoning board for approval.  More discussion between the board and Mark Dupre.  A new motion was entered that a 4 foot fence could be built on top of the retaining wall and must be white in color, as well as have plans for vegetation to match the style of the fence and surrounding area.  Mark Dupre stated that he would speak with the property owner to see if she would agree to that.  Tom Gibson moved to approve the revised request, second by Michele Pulver: all were in favor.  Gilbert Bagnell requested that a revised application with the new provisions be submitted to the Code Enforcement Office.  In regards to the shed, once the fence is complete, a new plan for the location of the shed with more details must be submitted.  Permit approved pending new revisions.  


Site Plan Review (32 Grandview Plaza, Sign, Matt Kusewich/Contractor)  

Matt Kusewich, contractor for the proposed project was present.   Matt Kusewich requesting a permit to replace sign located at 32 Grandview Plaza.  Proposed sign would be 2 feet high and 15.5 feet wide.  Board reviewed photos.  No issues.  Gilbert Bagnell moved to approve the permit, second by Ann Gibbons: all were in favor.  Permit approved.  

Site Plan Review (374 Main Street, Sign, Michelle Williams/Owner)

Michelle Williams, owner of property for the proposed project was present.  Michelle Williams is requesting approval to place a sign at 374 Main Street.  Gilbert Bagnell asked how tall the lettering would be on the sign.  Michelle Williams informed the board that the lettering would be the same height and style as her business, Bittersweet, located directly next door.  Mitchell Smith asked what the sign would be made of.  Michelle Williams stated that it would be made out of wood.  No issues.  Tom Gibson moved to approve the permit, second by Mitchell Smith: all were in favor.  Permit approved.  

Board Discussion

Gilbert Bagnell brought up concerns regarding the sign that was previously approved for the CBD business on the corner of Bridge Street and West Main Street.  The original approval for the sign required that only 25% of the window be covered by the sign.  The sign in fact takes up much more than 25% of the window.  Gilbert Bagnell stated that there wasn’t an issue with the look of the sign, but that in the future he would not vote to approve signs that did not follow the regulations set forth in the code book (25% of window coverage allowed).  Ann Gibbons asked CEO, Mike Ragaini, to request that the sign be changed to fit the originally approved regulations and if they did not comply, that they be ticketed.  CEO stated that he would reach out to the owners of the property.  

There was also a concern with the business located next to the CBD business.  The board stated that the sign that they have has not been approved by the board.  CEO, Mike Ragaini, said that he was having difficulty locating the owner, but that he would attempt once again to locate them. 

Ann Gibbons and Mitchell Smith suggested that there should be a review to go back and fix any issues that there might be and that going forward they needed to be stricter and rely on CEO, Mike Ragaini, for enforcement.  Mike Ragaini requested that the board send him an email if there were any other concerns with other properties.  Mitchell Smith mentioned the grocery store on Main Street and the concerns that the windows are covered way over 25% and that there was almost no visibility at all.  

Chairman, Patrick McCulloch, announced a semi-informal work session to review Water’s Edge Condominiums with Aaron Smith and Aurum Sofer.  After the work session, it was announced that Water’s Edge Condominiums will be added to the next meeting’s agenda where the Planning Board will declare lead agency on the project, decide whether or not approve the proposed environmental form (seeker), and schedule the public hearing.  Patrick McCulloch suggested that internally the board plan for the public hearing to be scheduled on 1/27/20 and that it would be made official at the next meeting.  The board agreed.

Mitchell Smith moved to adjourn the meeting, second by Gilbert Bagnell.
