Board Discussion

-The proposed Stewart’s Shop location is located in CC and R3 zones.  CC will include the front of the retail store and the gas pumps.  R3 will include the back of the retail store.  
-Stewart’s will need to apply to the Zoning Board for variance permits that allow the special use of gas pumps in CC and R3.  Attorney Ted Hilscher suggested that Stewart’s apply for variance permits for both zones.

-3/9/2020-Stewart’s to return to the Planning Board meeting with resolutions to the Board’s concerns with site plan review.
