Minutes:  February 24, 2020 

Roll Call:  Patrick McCulloch (Chairman), Ann Gibbons, Mitchell Smith, Tom Gibson, Gilbert Bagnell, Mike Ragaini (Code Enforcement Officer), Sherri Law (Note taker), Joseph Kozloski (Trustee), Kira Goldfarb, Scott Lane, Andrew Howard, Charles Marshall, Bette Watts, and several community members.



Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Patrick McCulloch called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, took roll call (Michele Pulver excused), and requested a motion to approve the minutes from the February 10 meeting.  Ann Gibbons moved to approve the minutes, second by Tom Gibson.  All in favor of approving prior minutes.  Minutes approved.  

Sign Application (360 Main Street, Owner, Kira Goldfarb)

Kira Goldfarb, owner of Cat on the Corner, was present to submit a request for the signs for 360 Main Street.  Kira Goldfarb explained that her shop was a cat-themed gift shop.  She also stated that the signs were already up, except for the top 4 smaller windows, because she did not know that she had to apply for a permit.  The Planning Board members reviewed her application and there were no issues.  Mitchell Smith motioned to approve the sign application, second by Tom Gibson.  All were in favor; motion carried.  

Building Permit (36 Hill Street, Owner, Bette Watts)

Bette Watts, owner of the property, was present to apply for a building permit to replace the windows on the building located at 36 Hill Street.  Bette Watts showed photos of the proposed windows that were black double-hung exterior windows.  Gilbert Bagnell questioned if she had already started work without a permit.  Bette Watts stated that she did have an interior building permit and didn’t know that she had to apply for a separate one to replace the windows.  Gilbert Bagnell reminded Bette Watts that the building was located in the historic district of Catskill which required certain specifications to preserve the historical integrity of the building and informed her that the windows would have to be vertically divided 2 over 2 windows.  Bette Watts showed the board photos of neighboring buildings that were not compliant with the regulations that were in place.  The board explained that unfortunately the neighboring buildings did not comply with the regulations and would addressed accordingly.  Mitchell Smith stated that he would like to see how the windows were fitting in to the building and again stressed that it was a historical district and certain regulations must be followed.  Bette Watts informed the board that she had already purchased the windows without knowing there were regulations.  CEO, Mike Ragaini, stated that she could buy grid inserts for the windows to make sure that they were up to code.  Gilbert Bagnell and other members of the board stated that they would like the grid inserts to be installed on the exterior of the windows so that it would assist in reducing the glare on the windows and that the only windows that were required to have the grids inserted were the windows that were facing the street.  Gilbert Bagnell moved to approve the permit with the stipulation that the window grids be purchased and added to the windows, second by Tom Gibson.  All were in favor; motion carried.  

Site Plan Review (227 Maple Ave, DPG Enterprises, Contractor Scott Lane)

Contractor, Scott Lane, and business owner, Danny, were present to request a site plan review for DPG Enterprises located at 227 Maple Ave.  Danny expressed that he would like to add another free standing garage on the property.  The current plan called for a 40 x 42 building, including the overhangs.  The building is projected to be built with vinyl siding with some stone work in the front of the building and would include a green metal roof.  The site plan also included landscaping and down lighting.  The board and presenters reviewed the site plan that was submitted and discussed the actual location of the proposed building.  After some discussion, Ann Gibbons motioned to approve the site plan with the stipulation that a revised plan be submitted to include the metal roof and that the location of the structure be shifted to the left and back to include a 30ft rear setback and a 15ft side setback, second by Mitchell Smith.  All were in favor; motion carried.  

Site Plan Review (Stewarts Shop, Real Estate Rep Charles Marshall & Attorney Andrew Howard)

Real estate rep, Charles Marshall, was present to review the updated site plan for the proposed Stewarts Shop.  Charles Marshall stated that a letter was submitted last week outlining the changes that were previously suggested by the Planning Board.  Some items that were addressed in the letter were:  
-Landscaping was added along the Western elevation to include English Boxwood trees that would stand about 3-5ft tall.
-An application was submitted for a mansard roof covering the pumps to help improve the view of the proposed Stewarts Shop for those residents living on the East side of the creek.
-A second window will be added to the Eastern elevation so that the wall would not be bare.  Charles stated that after review, a second entrance/exit would not be feasible due to customer flow and potential loss of product.  The board understood.    
Charles Marshall stated that he spoke with local highway supervision and from their perspective, there were no immediate concerns.  Charles Marshall asked if the public hearing had been set yet.  The board agreed on a date (March 23) and will be sending out notifications.  In regards to the public meeting, several board members had suggestions for Charles Marshall to ensure that he was properly prepared for that meeting and any questions that the public may have.  Ann Gibbons, Mitchell Smith, and Gilbert Bagnell suggested that Charles Marshall have information on spills, how prevalent they are, as well as the protocols for reportable (to the DEC) spills (over 5 gallons) versus non-reportable spills.  Chairman, Patrick McCulloch, suggested that Charles Marshall have information on what procedures were in place if there was spill, both reportable and non-reportable in nature.  Mitchell Smith asked where the heating and cooling systems would be located and about the noise and how it will affect neighbors.  Charles Marshall stated that there wouldn’t be anything roof mounted and that the systems would be located in the back of the building and would include a fence and landscaping to help block out the noise to neighboring properties.  Mitchell Smith brought up the issue of the curb cut on West Main Street and concerns with the traffic flow with people trying to turn left into the space during high traffic times.  Patrick McCulloch asked if Charles Marshall had contacted the DOT yet.  Charles Marshall stated that he had not and that he would to discuss the flow of traffic and deliveries.  Patrick McCulloch and Charles Marshall discussed the schedule of deliveries (both gas and goods).  Charles Marshall stated that gas was typically delivered 2 times a week and that it was best to be delivered at night because staff was not needed to sign off on that delivery.  Charles Marshall also stated that the delivery of goods could be restricted to certain time frames so as not to interfere with school rush hours.  Charles Marshall questioned if there were restrictions on dumpster pickups.  Patrick McCulloch informed him that according to code, dumpster pickups were not allowed between 10PM and 7AM.  The proposed site plan will be up for review at the next Zoning Board meeting and if approved, at the scheduled public hearing (dates listed below).

Gilbert Bagnell brought up the issue with the previous discussion regarding the windows that were being installed on Upper Main Street with no permit.  CEO, Mike Ragaini, informed the board that a registered letter had been mailed addressing the issue and that the confirmation of receipt of delivery was not yet returned.  CEO will continue to monitor.
