Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Patrick McCulloch called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, took roll call (Tom Gibson excused), and requested a motion to approve the minutes from the February 24 meeting.  Mitchell Smith moved to approve the minutes, second by Gilbert Bagnell.  All in favor of approving prior minutes.  Minutes approved.  

Site Plan Review (Stewarts Shop, Real Estate Rep Charles Marshall & Attorney Andrew Howard)

Real estate rep, Charles Marshall, was present to review the updated site plan for the proposed Stewarts Shop since the approval for the Use Variance from the Zoning Board on March 4, 2020.  Chairman, Patrick McCulloch, reminded the public that this was not the scheduled public hearing and that there would be no discussion from the public, but just the Board and Stewart’s representatives.  Charles Marshall began his discussion with a review of the Creighton Manning Traffic Assessment (will be made available to public on the Village website in the near future).  He explained the assessment collected information during the peak school hours (7-9AM and 2:30-6:30PM) and the affect that the proposed Stewart’s Shop would have on traffic in the immediate area.  The assessment shows that the proposed Stewart’s Shop will not adversely affect school traffic during the above listed peak hours.  Charles Marshall stated that the Pedestrian Crossing sign would be moved to the intersection at the cost of Stewart’s.  Patrick McCulloch suggested that a representative from Creighton Manning be present at the scheduled public hearing.  There was an extensive discussion between the Board and Charles Marshall regarding the shape/style of the building.  The originally proposed gable roof style building with the mansard canopy was replaced with a new flat roof style building with flat canopy.  The new proposal will be 3 feet taller and will move the wall mounted equipment to the roof.  Michele Pulver questioned the noise of the equipment and Charles Marshall stated that he would be speaking with CEO, Mike Ragaini, to discuss the village noise ordinance and the amount of noise decibels that were allowed.  Ann Gibbons questioned the appearance of the building and whether Stewart’s could construct a brick structure to blend in with the other buildings around it and keep with the historical theme.  Charles Marshall stated that they could not construct a full brick building, but that they would place brick-style veneers on the bottom portion of the building to give it a brick style look.  Gilbert Bagnell questioned about the design of the lighting and Ann Gibbons suggested older ornamental style lighting.  Charles Marshall stated that ornamental style lighting could be placed around the perimeter.  Some discussion about the signage of the building took place in regards to a monument sign versus gas price signs.  Mitchell Smith was concerned with the LED scrolling lights.  Charles Marshall assured the board that the lights would be set on a timer that would go off about a half an hour after business hours and turn on about half an hour before business hours to provide safety to the staff who were clocking in and out.  Ann Gibbons asked about concerns with flooding mentioning Hurricane Irene from 2011.  Charles Marshall reviewed that the fuel tanks would be placed underground and that they were double wall fiber gas tanks.  He also reviewed the spill data.  Charles Marshall explained that the actual gas pumps would be anchored down and would include shear valves that would disconnect from the pump in case of an emergency.  Patrick McCulloch questioned the location of the dumpsters and what could be done to enclose them to make them more hidden from plain sight.  Michele Pulver suggested a trellis style enclosure like the one located on Harrison Street.  Charles Marshall stated that he would review that type of enclosure.  There was some discussion between the Board about downsizing the number of gas tanks to 4, instead of the proposed 6.  Charles Marshall explained that downsizing the number of gas tanks did not free up extra space and could actually become a hazard because statistics show that open space could possibly cause speeding near the pumps.  He also explained that the sale of gas was 40% of Stewart’s business.     

Final Decisions made by the Planning Board regarding the physical appearance of the proposed Stewart’s Shop:
1. Flat roof building.
2. Flat roof canopy.
3. Lights will be externally illuminated goose neck lights on the building (no more than 3,000 lumens), with LED digital lights on the canopy to display the gas prices.  
4. The color of the building will be gray to match the look of the area with brick style veneers at the bottom of the building.  
               
No public comment on anything other than Stewart’s.  Public hearing on Stewart’s scheduled for March 23, 2020.

Ann Gibbons moved for the Board to go into an executive session, second by Mitchell Smith.    

Executive session began. 

Michele Pulver motioned to end the executive session and adjourn the meeting, second by Ann Gibbons.  Meeting adjourned.
