Minutes: May 4, 2020 

Meeting held by Teleconference w/ the exception of the Board members being present.  

Roll Call:  Patrick McCulloch (Chairman), Ann Gibbons, Mitchell Smith, Michele Pulver, Gilbert Bagnell, Tom Gibson, Sherri Law (Secretary), Joseph Kozloski (Trustee), Vincent Seeley (President), Ted Hilscher (Village Attorney), Charles Marshall (Stewart’s), and several community members present via teleconference.

Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Patrick McCulloch called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, took roll call (all Planning Board members present), and requested a motion to approve the minutes from April 8 and April 20 (public hearing).  Tom Gibson moved to approve the minutes, second by Ann Gibbons.  All in favor of approving the minutes.  Minutes approved.    

Site Plan Review (Stewarts Shop, Real Estate Rep Charles Marshall)

Patrick McCulloch explained that the purpose of tonight’s meeting was to continue to review the proposed site plan and discuss any changes that Charles Marshall and the Board have discussed.  Patrick McCulloch re-capped the last meeting which was on 4/20/2020 and was a public hearing with 5 more days for public comment.  Patrick McCulloch stated that the Board received 22 additional emails from the public along with a letter that was signed by over 400 residents expressing their opinions.  Charles Marshall stated that he had received the letter as well as took in to account the public comment and made a few revisions to the proposed site plan.  Several updates were made and discussed at length by the Board and Charles Marshall.  

1. Design of building-Charles Marshall stated that Stewart’s was willing to go to a red brick veneer finish and bring that design into the gas canopy.  The color of the building around the brick veneer would be a lighter taupe color.  The specific design of the building was revisited as well.  A discussion was had about a flat roofed building style versus and gable roofed building style.  The Board took a vote and a motion to go with the flat roofed style building was proposed by Gilbert Bagnell, second by Michele Pulver, all were in favor.  Motion carried.  
2. Number of Gas Pumps-Charles Marshall stated that the size of the originally proposed gas canopy was reduced from 1800 Square feet to 1460 square feet while still including the 3 pumping stations.  Charles Marshall also stated that the gas canopy would be paced perpendicular to the store.  The area under the canopy will be paved.  The Board discussed the possibility of going down to 2 pumping stations, as this was an area of concern brought up in many of the public comments.  Charles Marshall stated that he would bring this information to his team and would have a response for the Board this week.  
3. DOT Meeting-Charles Marshall informed the Board that Stewart’s had their meeting with DOT.  Stewart’s will decrease the length of the West Bridge Street entrance/exit and is waiting for DOT to inform him if there will have to be a sign which prohibits left handed turns from that point of exit.  
4. Pedestrian Poles-Charles Marshall has stated in the past that Stewart’s would incur any costs associated with moving the Pedestrian Pole on the corner.  The Village of Catskill has already moved the Pedestrian Pole.  
5. Signs-Charles Marshall and the Board discussed the proposed canopy sign (14.5 feet) versus a monument sign (8.5 feet).  Several members of the Board preferred a monument sign instead of the proposed canopy sign due to the LED lighting being seen from the areas higher up off of Main Street.  Patrick McCulloch stated that the Board had to make a decision between the two.  Charles Marshall stated that with the monument sign would call for a significant amount of proposed landscaping, specifically the loss of 2 trees and several items of foliage, to be removed in order to make room for the placement of the monument sign.  The Board discussed this at great length and decided on the canopy sign in order to keep the proposed amount of landscaping.
6. Landscaping-Charles Marshall informed the Board that he met with members of Cultivate Catskill and together, they created a plan for the landscaping to include a significant amount of landscaping for the proposed project.  Charles Marshall stated that they increased all of the landscaping on the Eastern and Western perimeters.  
7. [bookmark: _GoBack]Border with Berzal’s property-Originally there was to be a 3 foot tall guard rail style fence along the property line that would be placed 6 feet from Stewart’s and 1 foot from Berzal’s driveway.  Board member Ann Gibbons suggested that instead of the guard rail style fence maybe trees could be placed instead.  Michele Pulver agreed, as did the rest of the Board.  Charles Marshall said that he would incorporate that into the next site plan update.  
8. Flood Insurance-Charles Marshall stated that Stewart’s would incur all costs associated with any flooding and that it would not be the responsibility of the Village.    
9. Renewable Energy-Board member Mitchell Smith questioned whether Stewart’s could provide the use of renewable energy or electric car charging stations.  Charles Marshall discussed the process of Stewart’s renewable energy process that was in place.  It is not something that would be feasible at this location, nor would be the electric car charging stations.                     

Mitchell Smith motioned to adjourn the meeting, second by Tom Gibson.  

Meeting adjourned at 8:29PM.
