Minutes: June 22, 2020 

Roll Call:  Ann Gibbons, Mitchell Smith, Michele Pulver, Gilbert Bagnell, Tom Gibson, Sherri Law (Secretary), Anthony Petrianni, Richard Rappleyea, Mike Ragaini (CEO), Joseph Kozloski (Trustee), Charles Marshall, Alex Maestri, Tim Graham, and Philip Kayden.  

Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Gilbert Bagnell called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, took roll call (Chairman Patrick McCulloch excused), and requested a motion to approve the minutes from June 8.  Tom Gibson moved to approve the minutes, second by Ann Gibbons.  All in favor of approving the minutes.  Minutes approved.    

Site Plan Review (Stewarts Shop, Charles Marshall)

Charles Marshall was present to discuss the final design of the new Stewart’s Shop located on the corner of West Main Street and Bridge Street.  Charles Marshall brought visual representations of the color scheme and building materials.  Community member, Richard Rappleyea was also present to represent the public’s opinion.  It was agreed that the color of the building would be slate gray with cultured stone instead of the original proposed red brick.  The roof will be made of architectural shingles and the trim will be white.  Richard Rappleyea had questions regarding the canopy and roof style.  After discussion between the Board, Charles Marshall, and Richard Rappleyea, it was decided that the roof of the canopy will be made of the same architectural shingles and the columns will be wrapped to match the veneer of the main building.  Tom Gibson motioned to modify the site plan to have a 5 on 12 mansard roof on the canopy.  Second by Ann Gibbons.  All in favor.  Motion carried.  

Building Permit (99 Bridge Street, Alex Maestri, Owner)  

Alex Maestri was present to apply for a building permit to install and restore the siding of the building located at 99 Bridge Street.  The siding would be made of hardieboard and would be a lighter yellow than its current color.  Alex Maestri stated that the molding would stay the same and the trim would remain white.  Ann Gibbons motioned to approve the building permit.  Second by Mitchell Smith.  Motion carried.  Permit approved.  

Building Permit (391 Main Street, Tim Graham, Owner) 

Tim Graham was present to apply for a building permit to build an outdoor patio at 391 Main Street.  The patio would be in back of the Cidery.  The old asphalt would be removed and replaced with cement.  The permit also included a cast iron fence to be placed around the patio.  Tim Graham also discussed a temporary canopy potentially made out of shade cloths and some string lights surrounding the patio.  Mitchell Smith questioned the new location of the dumpster on the property.  Tim Graham stated that it would be moved to the north of the parking lot.  Mitchell Smith also asked if there were plans to do anything to the retaining wall.  Tim Graham stated that he was planning to reinforce the retaining wall.  Anthony Petrianni moved to approve the building permit for the patio, fence, and temporary canopy.  Second by Michele Pulver.  Motion carried.  Permit approved.  

Building Permit (70 Spring Street, Phillip Kayden, Owner) 

Note:  Members of the Planning Board visited the site prior to the meeting.     
Phillip Kayden was present to apply for a building permit to build and operate a farm stand located at 70 Spring Street.  Philip Kayden explained that he would like to build and operate a farm stand at the driveway base of 70 Spring Street.  The stand would be 15 x 20 and would provide a food source to the Village of Catskill.  Mitchell Smith asked the deck or base of the stand and if it would be footings and then the deck.  Philip Kayden stated that it would.  Mitchell Smith asked the height of the highest point of the canopy.  Philip Kayden stated that the highest point would be 10 feet.  Mitchell Smith asked what material the struts would be made of.  Philip Kayden explained that the struts would be made of solid-ashed veneer plywood and would be bolted down many levels through the decking.  Mitchell Smith asked what the canopy would be made of.  Philip Kayden stated it would be made of marine sail cloth which was breathable, durable, and easily replaced if damaged.  Ann Gibbons, Gilbert Bagnell, and Tom Gibson expressed that the proposed design did not fit in with the historic design of the neighborhood.  Gilbert Bagnell also explained that in order to get permission to operate a commercial business in a residential neighborhood that Philip Kayden must apply for a change of use variance with the Zoning Board.  After that meeting, Philip Kayden could then come back to the Planning Board to discuss the design of the proposed farm stand.  Mitchell Smith motioned to deny the application due to the proposed farm stand not being a permitted use and the need for a Zoning Board change of use variance.  Second by Tom Gibson.  Motion carried.  Permit denied.           

   
Board Discussion

Members of the board met to discuss any developments on the windows at the top of Main Street that were installed without a permit.  CEO, Mike Ragaini, stated that he was speaking with the owner who would be applying for the permit and was willing to make any necessary adjustments.  109 High Street was also discussed.  The roof has been replaced and there was no permit.  CEO, Mike Ragaini, stated that he was going to look into it.  The windows of the CBD shop were discussed and members of the Board stated that the adjustments had not been made to the window decals, which were too big and not approved.  CEO, Mike Ragaini, stated that he would also look into that and that they had made some adjustments to try and be in compliance.                     

Michele Pulver motioned to adjourn the meeting, second by Tom Gibson.
