Minutes: June 8, 2020 

Roll Call:  Patrick McCulloch (Chairman), Ann Gibbons, Mitchell Smith, Michele Pulver, Gilbert Bagnell, Tom Gibson, Anthony Petrianni, Sherri Law (Secretary), Mike Ragaini (CEO), Dante Bardo, Sam Aldi, Bill De Luca, Christopher Rogers, Wesley Harper, Philip Kayden, Simon Perschbacher, Gary Ocean, Max Ocean, Joseph Kozloski (Trustee), and Makayla Anderson.  

Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Patrick McCulloch called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, took roll call (all Planning Board members present), and introduced the newest Board member, Anthony Petrianni.  Patrick McCulloch requested a motion to approve the minutes from May 18.  Ann Gibbons moved to approve the minutes with one minor change, second by Anthony Petrianni.  All in favor of approving the minutes.  Minutes approved.      

Building Permit (9 Brandows Alley, Owner of SP Woodworks-Simon Perschbacher)

Simon Perschbacher was present to request a building permit for the renovation and conversion of the structure located at 9 Brandows Ally.  Simon Perschbacher explained the proposed renovations for the location including a small wood shop on the first floor and an open apartment with enclosed bathroom on the second floor.  Simon Perschbacher stated that small portions of the roof would have to be repaired, the addition of electricity, water, and sewer was required, and that the stucco on the outside wall was in need of repair.  Simon Perschbacher also mentioned that a few windows would need to be repaired and restored.  Board member, Gilbert Bagnell, stated that the Board was interested in the exterior of the building and what would be done with that.  Simon Perschbacher explained that the stucco on the side of the building was unsafe and in need of repair, the doors and window frames would be repainted white, and that there would be some restoration of a few windows.  Michele Pulver questioned the location of the electrical box on the front of the building.  Simon Perschbacher explained that the remaining sides of the building were owned by different owners and that the front was the only place for the box according to Central Hudson.  Gilbert Bagnell motioned to approve the building permit with the change of use permit, second by tom Gibson.  Motion carried.  Permit approved. 

Building Permit (429-431 Main Street, Owner-Bill De Luca, Contractor-Christopher Rogers)

Bill De Luca was present with is contractor, Christopher Rogers, to apply for a building permit to restore the façade of the building located at 429-431 Main Street, to its appearance prior to 1960.  Bill De Luca explained that he would like to restore the front of the building to what it looked like prior to 1960 when his parents operated a luncheonette out of it.  Bill De Luca explained that he would like to remove the current face panel, reinsulate it, and restore it back to its original appearance using clap board with a fiber cement board and red bricks.  Bill De Luca explained that he had applied for a grant with Greene County to do so, but was not sure of the approval of that grant just yet.  If the grant was not approved, an alternate plan was explained by Christopher Rogers.  The alternate plan included vinyl siding.  Patrick McCulloch suggested that the Board send a letter of support, along with the members of the Board of Trustees, to see if it would help get the approval of the grant.  Tom Gibson motioned to approve the building permit, along with the letter of support, second by Anthony Petrianni.  Permit approved.  

Sign Permit (96 West Bridge Street, Owners of Subversive Malting & Brewing-Gary & Max Ocean)

Gary and Max Ocean were present to request sign permits for the location at 96 West Bridge Street.  Max Ocean explained that they were hoping to replace the old circular sign that was grandfathered in with their new business sign.  The sign would be 6 feet round and 28.5 square feet total and would replace the old sign that was there from a prior business.  Patrick McCulloch questioned the lighting of the sign.  Gary Ocean explained that the sign would be lit with solar lights.  Patrick McCulloch asked if the lights would go out at a certain time.  Gary Ocean asked if there were any regulations in place.  Patrick McCulloch explained that the lights should be turned off after business hours are complete.  The second sign that was requested was a 40 square foot sign to be painted on the side of the building with the business logo.  The request for a sign permit also included a third sign that was to be 8.75 square feet and go above the entrance to the business.  Mitchell Smith stated that the current regulations said that there could only be one free standing sign and one sign on the building.  Patrick McCulloch stated that if they wanted the third sign that they would have to apply to the Zoning Board.  Max Ocean said that they would remove their request for the smaller sign over the entrance.  Michele Pulver motioned to approve the Sign permit for the two signs with lights to go off after business hours, second by Mitchell Smith.  Permit approved.  

Upcoming Projects & Future Permit Requests

1. Dante Bardo, Wesley Harper, and Makayla Anderson were present to discuss their Community Microfarm located on the corner of Spring Street and William Street.  Dante Bardo explained that the purpose of the Microfarm was to grow and provide food to the local food pantries.  Dante Bardo explained that the project was completely volunteer-run and relied on donations from local businesses and farms.  A four year plan has been proposed.  Currently there are raised beds on a 60x60 plot.  There is currently and small fence around these raised beds that will need a building permit in order to stay up.  Dante Bardo will be applying for that permit.  Tom Gibson also informed Dante Bardo and Wesley Harper that they would have to submit an official building permit for the proposed larger, more permanent, fence that they would like to build around the perimeter of the space.
2. [bookmark: _GoBack]Philip Kayden was present to discuss his current Garden/Green House located on Spring Street.  Philip Kayden explained that their intention was to open a Garden Stand to sell their produce and other products.  The Board informed Philip Kayden that he would have to submit a building permit for the project and would also have to apply to the Zoning Board to get a use variance to have a stand in that area.  The issue of parking was also discussed with the suggestion that Philip Kayden reach out to St. Patrick’s for permission to use their parking lot if necessary.  Philip Kayden invited the Board to take a tour of his project which has tentatively been scheduled for 6:00 PM on Monday, June 22, prior to the next Planning Board meeting.  Philip Kayden plans to have his request for a building permit in by next week.  

Board Discussion                            

The Board discussed the proposal of outdoor seating for local restaurants amid the COVID19 restrictions.  The Board stated that the local businesses did not have to individually submit site plan requests and agreed to waive all fees associated with permits until 10/30/2020. 

Joseph Kozloski, Village Trustee, mentioned a proposal to build a level platform near Bank of Greene County, with a few picnic tables where patrons can socially distance and eat their take out while supporting local businesses.  The Board was okay with that proposal.
