Minutes: August 10, 2020 

Roll Call:  Patrick McCulloch (Chairman), Ann Gibbons, Mitchell Smith, Michele Pulver, Gilbert Bagnell, Tom Gibson, Sherri Law (Secretary), Mike Ragaini (CEO), Joseph Kozloski (Trustee), Ted Hilscher (Village Attorney, Peter Markou, Jaquelyn Abreu, Sharilyn Abreu, Greg Kardos, Alex Rubin, Sarah Kardos, and Carmen Borgia.  

Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Patrick McCulloch called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, took roll call (Anthony Petrianni excused), and requested a motion to approve the minutes from July 27 and August 3.  Ann Gibbons moved to approve the minutes, second by Mitchell Smith.  All in favor of approving the minutes.  Minutes approved.  

Building Permit (49 Summit Avenue, Carmen Borgia, Owner)

Carmen Borgia was present to apply for a building permit for 49 Summit Avenue.  Carmen Borgia explained that the basement entrance had a door that was very close to the neighboring properties.  Carmen Borgia would like to move the entry door to the other side of the house and build a lower deck and tie it into the already existing stone patio.  The deck will be constructed of pressure treated lumber.  Carmen Borgia would also like to add a tin roof over the old entrance to the basement that would be silver in color.  Tom Gibson motioned to approve the building permit.  Second by Gilbert Bagnell.  Motion carried.  Permit approved. 

Building Permit (334 Main Street, Sharilyn Abreu, Lessee)

Sharilyn Abreu was present to apply for a building permit to paint the outside of the building she is leasing located at 334 Main Street.  Sharilyn Abreu brought a paint sample that was orange to show to the Board.  Gilbert Bagnell explained that there was no structure in place to approve or disallow colors.  

Sign Permit (334 Main Street, Sharilyn Abreu, Lessee)

Sharilyn Abreu was present to apply for a sign permit for the building she is leasing located at 334 Main Street.  The sign will be 30 square feet and will include the name of the restaurant, Angel’s Latin Restaurant, along with the Puerto Rican Flag and Dominican Flag.  Ann Gibbons asked if the awning would be removed or if the sign would be put above the awning.  Sharilyn Abreu explained that the sign would be put above the awning on the upper part of the building.  Gilbert Bagnell motioned to approve the sign permit.  Second by Mitchell Smith.  Motion carried.  Permit approved.  

Site Plan Review (95 Bridge Street, The Agway Project, Sarah Kardos, Owner)  

Sarah Kardos was present to submit her site plan review for 95 Bridge Street.  Sarah Kardos explained that the upper parking lot will have added greenery and shrubs to help insulate it from the surrounding areas.  Sarah Kardos also explained that there was an area added to the back for refuse.  Sarah Kardos showed photographs of different lighting fixtures stating that there would be downward facing lighting attached to the front of the building and in the rear parking lot there would be ground level lighting with low light that would be safe, but also would not disturb surrounding neighbors.  Patrick McCulloch asked if the gate for the upper parking lot would be card entry.  Sarah Kardos explained that she was hoping to have it accessed by key fob.  Patrick McCulloch asked how wide the opening in the fence would be.  Sarah Kardos explained that the actual plot is 80 feet, but that the opening would be 50 feet with shrubbery on both sides.  Gilbert Bagnell questioned whether Sarah Kardos would just be refreshing the exterior of the building.  Sarah Kardos explained that she would like to keep the structure the same and was just planning to update the look to a modern farm house style with a metal roof.  Sarah Kardos also explained that there were two rooflines and the plans were to take the lower roof line and bring it up to match the upper roof line.  Mitchell Smith asked if the windows in the front would remain.  Sarah Kardos said yes.  Mitchell Smith asked if it was a chain link fence that was surrounding the parking lot.  Sarah Kardos said yes, and that she was looking into a more modern wooden fence.  Mitchell Smith asked about the ground level light and whether they would be fixed at the proposed angle or if they could be adjusted as to not shine over neighboring properties.  Sarah Kardos explained that the lights came in all different variations, but that she chose these ones because she wanted low light, but also wanted it to be safe.  Sarah Kardos also mentioned that the lights could also possibly be motioned censored or set to turn on with the key fob use.  Mitchell Smith mentioned that he would like to see plans/photographs of the elevation changes and what the buildings will look like.  Ann Gibbons agreed that she would also like to see these.  Michele Pulver requested to see the layout of the proposed apartments.  Mitchel Smith asked how many apartments were proposed.  Sarah Kardos stated that she would like to build 10 apartments.  Mitchell Smith asked if there was a plan for the downstairs storefront area.  Sarah Kardos explained that she would like to have a provisional store, art supply store, and an eatery.  Mitchell Smith expressed concerns with an uptick of traffic on Broome Street.  Sarah Kardos stated that the deliveries would all go to the lower level parking lot that would primarily be used for the commercial spaces and that the upper level parking lot would be used for employees and residents.  Mitchell Smith asked if the parking lots would be black top.  Sarah Kardos said yes.  Mitchell Smith asked about drainage.  Sarah Kardos explained that there was already existing drainage in place, but that once the retaining wall was added, more drainage would be added.  Patrick McCulloch stated that the site plan would require a public hearing which was set for August 24.  The Planning Board also asked that Sarah Kardos bring a layout of the apartments, a rendering of the outside, and any updates to drainage to this meeting for review by the Planning Board.
