Roll Call:  Patrick McCulloch (Chairman), Mitchell Smith, Michele Pulver, Gilbert Bagnell, Tom Gibson, Anthony Petrianni,  Sherri Law (Secretary), Joseph Kozloski (Trustee), Ted Hilscher (Village Attorney), and Florence Fielman (ZBA Chairwoman).  

Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Patrick McCulloch called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance and took roll call (Ann Gibbons excused).  

Meeting turned over to Village Attorney, Ted Hilscher, to review site plan review language, short term rental regulations, and the enforcement of short term rentals.  

In section 4.3.8. Public Hearing of the Site Plan Review by the Planning Board, the language has been changed to:

[bookmark: _GoBack]Upon the Planning Board’s certification that the site plan application is complete and satisfactory, the Planning Board shall conduct a public hearing on the site plan application.  Such public hearing shall be scheduled within sixty-two (62) days from the time of the Planning Board certification that the application is complete.  The public hearing shall be advertised at least five (5) days prior to the scheduled date in a newspaper of general circulation in the Village.

All property owners within 500 feet of the property boundaries must be notified of the hearing.  The applicant will be provided with a copy of the Public Hearing Notice and will obtain and provide the Planning Board name of the property owners that need to be notified based on the current tax rolls.  These notices shall be sent by the applicant by certified mail, return receipt requested or personal service at least 5 days prior to the Public Hearing with the applicant’s return address.  The receipts and any US Postal Service green cards returned to the Applicant shall be brought to the Planning Board office 1 full day prior to scheduled meeting as proof of mailing.  Any cards received after that Public Hearing date should be sent to the Planning Board Secretary for filing.  The applicant is required to appear in person or by agent or attorney at the Public Hearing.  In its discretion, where no public controversy is likely to arise, the Planning Board may waive the requirement for certified mail listings or limit the certified mailings to adjoining properties.  

The next topic of discussion was short term rental regulations and enforcement.  The following decisions were made in regard to short term rentals (STR) which is defined as less than 30 days:

-Allow STR in zones where hotels and motels are approved.  All residential zones must go through the ZBA for a special use permit.
-All STR will be required to have additional home owner’s insurance covering STR.
-All STR are subject to annual inspections to be paid by the owner of the property.  
-Rules and regulations for STR will be added to the pamphlet created by CEO that will be mailed out with water bills, village taxes, and school taxes.  
-An emergency contact must be listed for STR and be available within an hour in case of emergency. (WHAT TIME FRAME DID WE DECIDE FOR THIS?)  

The Planning Board also discussed proposed Subdivision Laws and Design Standards.
