Minutes: August 3, 2020

Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Patrick McCulloch called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, took roll call (all members present), and turned the meeting over to Village Attorney, Ted Hilscher.  

Board Discussion
Ted Hilscher explained that the Planning Board would be reviewing the Zoning Map, Table of District Regulations, and Schedule of Bulk Regulations in preparation for their goal to revise the Zoning Laws to coincide with the Comp Plan.  Ted Hilscher sent the Planning Board the Table of District Regulations and Bulk Regulations with some suggested changes (in red) which were reviewed by the Planning Board.  Please see below:

Section 3.1	Schedules of Regulations

The restrictions and controls intended to regulate development in each district are set forth in the schedules that follow (Section 3.2 through Section 3.8 of this Local law).  These regulations are supplemented in other sections of this Local law.

No building shall be erected or altered in any district, except for uses designated for the
district in the following schedule. No use shall be allowed except as provided by the following schedule and in compliance with all applicable provisions of this chapter. Also, site plan approval is required from the Planning Board pursuant to Section 6.7 for all construction or use in any district.  No certificate of occupancy shall be issued until all other applicable provisions of this chapter have been met. Any use not specifically listed shall be deemed to be prohibited.

Any use which is noxious or offensive by reason of emission of odor, dust, noise, smoke, gas, fumes or radiation or which presents a hazard to public health or safety, is prohibited.

i except that not more than one professional office or studio, other than accessory to a use otherwise permitted, shall be permitted for each 25 dwelling units or major fraction thereof on the lot.  Such office or studio shall be only on the street floor of any building. on the floor immediately above the street floor only if there be access to such office or studio from other than a public hall
ii provided there is single ownership of entire lot throughout the life of the building.
iii other than of a personal nature but excluding gasoline filling stations and motor vehicle storage, repair or service 
iv but excluding car wrecking or outdoor storage of wrecked cars or used car parts;
v outlets and pick-up stations for laundries and cleaning or wearing apparel or household effects on the premises shall be permitted only if non-combustible solvent is used except for the incidental removal of spots with combustible solvent
vii including the sale of storage of food, fuel and building materials. 
viii not to exceed 42 feet in height or 3 stories along periphery of building, and all parking and service buildings to be screened from neighboring parcels.
ix Outlets and pick-up stations for laundries and cleaning or wearing apparel or household effects on the premises shall be permitted only if non-combustible solvent is used except for the incidental removal of spots with combustible solvent.
x  residential use must not exceed 65% of total floor area.
xi Manufacturing, assembling, converting, altering, finishing, cleaning or any other processing of products where goods so produced or processed are to be sold at retail, exclusively on the premises, provided that an area fully concealed from any street and equal to no more than 20% of the area devoted to retail sales shall be so used and that not more than two employees are engaged in such production or processing, except in newspaper and job printing where 20 employees may be so employed.
xii car wrecking or outdoor storage of wrecked cars or used car parts prohibited.  

Section 3.2  Schedule of Bulk Regulations

No building shall be erected, moved, altered, enlarged or rebuilt, nor shall any open space surrounding any building be encroached upon or reduced in any manner, except in accordance with the Schedule of Area and Bulk Regulations and all of the provisions of this law for the district in which such building or land is located.
In all zones in which dwellings are permitted, there shall be one dwelling per lot.

Other areas of discussion included livestock not for commercial gain, garden fences, and setbacks.  In regards to the livestock not for commercial sale, the Planning Board decided to review the Agricultural and Markets Law as the Zoning Laws and Comp Plan could not supersede those.  In regards to garden fences, Gilbert Bagnell suggested that the Planning Board define what a garden fence was.  Ted Hilscher stated that there were a few things that needed to be defined in the new Zoning Laws, which included garden fences.  In regards to setbacks, the Planning Board reviewed setbacks for livestock structures, garden fences, fences, sheds, and front and side setbacks when building something new.  With regard to the new building setbacks, Gilbert Bagnell stated that in R1 & R2, houses built near the road do not comply with the current setbacks.  Gilbert Bagnell suggested that the Planning Board allow people to build in line with the current houses already there.  Ted Hilscher stated that he would add in a foot note that the site plans could be reviewed on a case by case basis so that the owner may replicate the setback of existing buildings.          

After review of the Zoning Map by the Planning Board, the following revisions were suggested:
-Change R3 back to R1 on the West Side. 
-Change the land where McDonald’s, Pizza Hut, and Spot On Storage to commercial use. 
-Change the land where Stewart’s will be built to commercial use.
-Review Condor Lot-looks to be split into two different zones. 
Ted Hilscher stated that he would review the tax maps for these locations to see the property lines to make the suggested revisions.  

Gilbert Bagnell suggested that the Planning Board look into regulations for Air BnBs locally, as there currently aren’t any regulations in regards to the use of these.  Ted Hilscher stated that he would look into some rules and regulations and share them with the Planning Board for review.
