Minutes: September 14, 2020 

Roll Call:  Patrick McCulloch (Chairman), Ann Gibbons, Mitchell Smith, Michele Pulver, Gilbert Bagnell, Tom Gibson, Anthony Petrianni, Florence Fielman (ZBA), Sherri Law (Secretary), Mike Ragaini (CEO), Joseph Kozloski (Trustee), Nina Sklansky, Kevin Conklin, Debra Samuels, Bob Hoven, Teresa Golden, David King, and Ricky Lark.  

Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Patrick McCulloch called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, took roll call (all members present) and requested a motion to approve the minutes from August 24 and August 31.  Anthony Petrianni moved to approve the minutes.  Second by Michele Pulver.  All in favor of approving the minutes.  Minutes approved.  

Site Plan Review (404-406 Main Street, Kevin Conklin, Conklin Architecture)  

Kevin Conklin was present to present a site plan review for 404-406 Main Street.  The proposed project would keep the commercial space on the bottom floor, and then the 2nd, 3rd, and attic floors would be renovated to create 5 long term rental apartments.  The 2nd and 3rd floors would each have two 2 bedroom apartments and the attic floor would have one 2 bedroom apartment with an attached 700 square foot deck.  Kevin Conklin’s plan is to improve the back portion of the property and add 5 parking spots and redo the retaining wall.  The deck on the attic floor would also include some mechanical equipment that would be screened off.  There is a proposed screened in enclosure near the rear of the building to enclose the garbage bins.  Kevin Conklin proposed that there will be 2 down lit lighting fixtures near the rear of the building, one for the parking area, and one for the back entrance for residents.  Kevin Conklin also included a plan to build a new set of stairs going down that will be used by the commercial resident.  Ann Gibbons asked the square footage of the apartments.  Kevin Conklin stated that the apartments on the 2nd and 3rd floors would be 1000 square feet and the attic apartment would be 750 square feet, but would include the outdoor deck space.  Tom Gibson asked if the current commercial parking spaces would be eliminated.  Kevin Conklin stated that they would be and the 5 proposed parking spaces would be for residential tenants only.  Tom Gibson suggested that there be as much beautification and green space along Thompson Street as possible.  Michele Pulver requested that the attic deck not be made of pressure treated lumber.  Kevin Conklin stated that they could do that.  Mitchell Smith asked about the lighting fixtures.  Kevin Conklin explained that there would be 2.  One in the rear of the property for the parking area and the other near the back door for the residential tenants.  Both lights will be down lit low lighting.  Mitchell Smith requested that the garbage enclosure be moved towards the rear of the building in the corner and not near the street where people would walk by on the sidewalks.  Kevin Conklin stated that it could be moved.  Mitchell Smith asked if the stairway would be covered.  Kevin Conklin explained that it would have a roof, but that it would not be enclosed.  Mitchell Smith asked how many entrances/exits there would be.  Kevin Conklin explained that the commercial portion had 2 ways in and out and that the residential portion had 1 way in and out and that a sprinkler system would be installed.  Mitchell Smith asked about a fire escape.  Kevin Conklin explained that code didn’t recognize fire escapes any longer and that the sprinkler system would be up to code requirements and standards.  Patrick McCulloch asked if the sprinkler system would be wet or dry.  Kevin Conklin stated that he believed it would be a wet system.  Kevin Conklin will return to the next PB meeting with more detailed plans and a few changes:  better location for garbage bins, requirement that attic deck not be made from pressure treated wood, and a new plan for the 5 parking spaces with increased greenery.                  

Sign Permit (370Main Street/11 William Street, Mike Lanuto, Owner)

No show.  

Sign Permit (Main Street, Park for Paws, Michele Pulver)

Michele Pulver was present to show her proposed sign for the Park for Paws Dog Park located on Main Street.  Because the park is located in a Village Park, the permit request will go directly to the Village Board for approval.  Michele Pulver stated that she wishes to refresh and update the current sign and bring a newness to park that they have been working so hard on.  

Board Comment

Patrick McCulloch announced that the PB and ZBA had been meeting weekly and coordinating via email regularly, along with Village Attorney, Ted Hilscher, to update the Zoning Regulations.  Collectively the PB, ZBA, and Village Attorney feel that it is time to send the proposed updated to the Village Trustees for their review.  Patrick McCulloch confirmed with Village Trustee, Joe Kozloski, that there would be at least 1 more chance for the public to give their feedback to the Village Board.  The proposed changes have been uploaded to the Village website and there are also 3 hard copies at Village Hall that have been made available to the public for review.  Patrick McCulloch requested a motion to send the proposed revisions to the Village Board.  Gilbert Bagnell motioned to approve.  Second by Anthony Petrianni.  ZBA Chairwoman also made motion.  Motion carried.  Approved.       

Public Comment

Nina Sklansky, 18 Liberty Street, was present to discuss a concern that she was having with a neighboring residence located at 22 Liberty Street.  Nina Sklansky brought photographs showing several structures, including tents and a shipping container that are present on the neighboring property containing contracting materials and an antique car.  Nina Sklansky’s concerns are that the structures are lowering her property value and causing her distress as the owner of the neighboring property has not been pleasant to converse with.  Patrick McCulloch stated that copies of the photographs would be given to the CEO, Village Attorney, and Village Board of Trustees.  Gilbert Bagnell stated that the address is located in the R2 neighborhood and additional structures, such as shipping containers, are not allowed.

Ann Gibbons inquired about the impending court case regarding the old St. Patrick’s location.  Patrick McCulloch stated that the court case has been postponed until October 22 due to the owner being out of state and having to quarantine once he returns.  Patrick McCulloch did mention that the gates have been removed, but that the posts are not down yet.  More information will be made available after the rescheduled court date.
Mitchell Smith motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Second by Tom Gibson.     

Meeting adjourned at 7:52PM.
