Minutes: September 28, 2020 

Roll Call:  Patrick McCulloch (Chairman), Ann Gibbons, Mitchell Smith, Michele Pulver, Gilbert Bagnell, Tom Gibson, Anthony Petrianni, Sherri Law (Secretary), Mike Ragaini (CEO),Kevin Conklin, Jeffrey Miller, Timothy Saulpaugh, Meghan Saulpaugh, Scott Roeber, Lisa Marafioti, Peter Markou, Meg Norrack, Hudson Talbott, Jay Lesenger, Bruce Rappleyea, and Chris Rappleyea.  

Began Meeting at 7:00PM

Patrick McCulloch called the meeting to order with the Pledge of Allegiance, took roll call (all members present) and requested a motion to approve the minutes from September 14.  Mitchell Smith moved to approve the minutes.  Second by Ann Gibbons.  All in favor of approving the minutes.  Minutes approved.  

Site Plan Review (404-406 Main Street, Kevin Conklin, Conklin Architecture)  

Kevin Conklin was present to present a second site plan review for 404-406 Main Street.  Kevin Conklin proposed 2 options for the parking spaces.  The first option was for 4 parking spots in the upper lot and 1 in the rear, 5 total, which allows for a green area between the building and retaining wall and on Thompson Street.  The first option also showed that the garbage storage area would be pushed back to the rear of the parking lot further from the street.  The second option was for 6 total parking spaces, 2 on the Eastern side ad 4 along the Western side.  In this option, the garbage storage area would be pushed back to the rear of the parking lot further from the street as well.  The second option would allow for less greenery than the first option.  The PB discussed both options and had several questions for Kevin Conklin.  In conclusion, the PB agreed that the 5 total parking spaces seemed to be the safest and all PB members agreed that the site plan should go with the 5 total parking spaces.  Kevin Conklin then discussed the elevations of the proposed site plan.  Kevin Conklin explained that the plan was to repair the existing siding, replace a portion of the windows to match the 2 over 2 double-hung windows that were already there, and do some painting.  Kevin Conklin also explained that new fascia boards would be installed, along with gutter and down spouts.  Kevin Conklin stated that the 3rd floor porch would have a railing and that there was a 5 foot high screened in portion for the mechanical equipment.  Gilbert Bagnell asked what the plans were for the railing.  Kevin Conklin stated that it would be wooden, but not pressure treated, and would be colonial in nature and most likely painted white.  Kevin Conklin explained that there would also be a railing placed around the retaining wall that would be made from pressure treated wood.  Michele Pulver requested some input from Meg Norrack, who was present at the meeting, in regards to the windows.  Meg Norrack explained that she had historical photos of the building showing 6 over 6 windows in the front of the building.  Kevin Conklin said that he was not opposed to that design and they agreed to exchange contact information to discuss.  Gilbert Bagnell stated that he would like to see the true divide windows with 6 over 6 installed.  Kevin Conklin agreed to have further discussion with Gilbert Bagnell regarding the window design.  Mitchell Smith inquired about the lighting for the building.  Kevin Conklin stated that the lights would be down lit and goose neck in nature.  Mitchell Smith asked about the ADA complaint ramp that was included in the site plan and asked if the apartments would be ADA compliant.  Kevin Conklin explained that 2 of the apartments would be designed to be ADA compliant and that they could make them fully ADA compliant if the need ever arose for future tenants.  In conclusion, Kevin Conklin to meet with Gilbert Bagnell and Meg Norrack to discuss the window designs and will come back for future PB approval once that is complete.               

Sign Permit (370 Main Street/11 William Street, Jeffrey Miller)

Jeffrey Miller was present to apply for a sign permit to include 2 signs for the building located at 370 Main Street/11 William Street.  The proposed permit asks for 1 sign to be on the front of the building and 1 sign to be on the side of the building.  Gilbert Bagnell motioned to approve the sign permit.  Second by Tom Gibson.  Motion carried.  Sign permit approved.    

Building Permit (5 Liberty Street, Scott Roeber, Architect)

Scott Roeber was present to apply for a building permit to expand the porch located at 5 Liberty Street.  The property owners, Timothy and Meghan Saulpaugh were also present.  Scott Roeber explained that his clients would like to expand their current porch to the full width of their house.  Presently there is a small stoop there measuring 6x5.  Scott Roeber explained that they would like to carry over the existing details of the current porch and retain the peaked part of the roof.  The PB discussed that after the proposed renovations that the house would be in line with the other houses in the area.  Tom Gibson mentioned that there are 24 houses on the road and all but 5 have full length porches.  Tom Gibson explained that the renovations would be in line with the neighborhood.  Gilbert Bagnell requested that the rafter ends match throughout the project.  Anthony Petrianni motioned to approve the building permit.  Second by Tom Gibson.  Motion carried with the stipulation that all of the rafter ends would match throughout the completed project.  Building permit approved.  

Board Discussion

Patrick McCulloch stated that the PB had received the County review of the Agway Project located at 95 Bridge Street.  Mitchell Smith stated that the review mentioned disabled parking availability.  The PB discussed that there should be a designated parking spot for the rear building where the handicapped accessible apartment is proposed to be built.  The PB reviewed and accepted the County review of the Agway Project with the stipulation that there must be a designated handicapped accessible parking space located near the rear building.

St. Pats Update:  No further updates.  Court date scheduled for October 22.  Lisa Marafioti handed over several Nuisance Complaints from neighboring properties in regards to undone property maintenance.  Chris Rappleyea stated that she also had 2 more Nuisance Complaints to turn in.  PB secretary, Sherri Law, will scan the complaints to the PB members.  Patrick McCulloch stated that the Nuisance Complaints were not a PB issue and should be brought up with the Village Board and CEO.  Ann Gibbons requested a motion that the PB send a letter to the Village Board asking the CEO to address these Nuisance Complaints in a timely manner.  Second by Gilbert Bagnell.  Motion carried.  Gilbert Bagnell to send a letter to the Village Board to address the public’s concerns.  

Patrick McCulloch mentioned that the PB needed to appoint a chair and vice chair until March 2021.  The PB appointed Patrick McCulloch as chair and Gilbert Bagnell as vice chair.  Mitchell Smith motioned to move forward with the appointments.  Second by Anthony Petrianni.  Motion carried.  Patrick McCulloch to continue as chair and Gilbert Bagnell to continue as vice chair.  

Gilbert Bagnell brought up some concerns/violations with many village properties that had gone forward with renovations without PB approval or permits.  Gilbert Bagnell mentioned the properties located at Upper Main Street (window replacement), CBD Store (window sign covers more than 25% of the window), Hill Street (window replacement), 22 Liberty Street (commercial operating in residential), 10 Henry Street (new porch), and 99 Bridge Street (windows replaced with no drip edge and 6 inch clapboard instead of 3 inch clapboard).  The list of concerns was given to CEO who stated that he would look into these concerns/violations.  In regards to 22 Liberty Street, Ann Gibbons requested that Village Attorney, Ted Hilscher, look into the concerns/violations.  Gilbert Bagnell to write a letter from the PB to Ted Hilscher in regards to these concerns.                  

Public Comment

Jay Lesenger and Hudson Talbott were present to discuss the proposed Historic Catskill Advisory Committee (HCAH).  Jay Lesenger mentioned that an inventory was being conducted to update the East and West side historic districts.  Hudson Talbott mentioned that the HCAH’s goal was to educate the public about the value of historic property in the Village and to inform them the preserving the historic district increased the value of properties in these areas.  Hudson Talbott would like property owners to be well informed before coming to the PB.  Jay Lesenger mentioned that they are looking into updating the pamphlet that was made by the CEO and to work on getting it mailed out to the public in the quarterly water bills.  Meg Norrack stated that the last inventory was done in 1979 for 1982 and that she will be working to update the inventory.  Meg Norrack mentioned that several new streets would now apply to the historic district based on the amount of time that has lapsed since the last inventory.  Meg Norrack also mentioned that Cultivate Catskill will be sponsoring 10 plaques along Main Street for historical buildings.      

Michele Pulver motioned to adjourn the meeting.  Second by Mitchell Smith.     

Meeting adjourned at 8:11PM.
