AGENDA:

Motion made by Trustee McCulloch, seconded by Chewens, to approve payment of audited bills and department reports.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Lisa Marafioti of 87 Woodland Avenue addressed the Board regarding her loss of her curb along her property from the repaving of Woodland Avenue.  Ms. Marafioti had pictures for the Board to review.  Mr. Lew O’Connor, DPW Superintendent, was asked to address Ms. Marafioti in this regard.  Mr. O’Connor said that there were three (3) different ways to fix said issue; the first way would be to put a blacktop curb in along the road from Cedar to Woodland, the second way would be to pour a 4” concrete curb along the roadway, and the third option would be to abate 18” from the curb which would leave room enough for water to be able to flow to the catch basins.  President Seeley asked Mr. O’Connor about the cost of doing concrete curbs and was told the amount would be approximately $3,000.  Trustee Kozloski said that the same problem happened on Cedar Street and that we may want to wait to see what happens during a heavy rain.  Trustee Chewens agreed to wait and see what happens in a heavy rain.  Trustee McCulloch said that we should fix the curbing.  Trustee Dushane asked that if we do this on these streets, does that mean we have to do all streets?  Seeley stated that there is a certain issue here and that we need to make sure the water goes where it should.  Ms. Marafioti said that now Woodland Avenue is higher than her property and water will be flooding there.  Mr. O’Connor stated that he would figure out the best way to resolve said issue and that this will be remedied before the onset of winter.  Ms. Marafioti and Mr. O’Connor were to meet and figure out what steps to take.  Also mentioned was that since this road has been paved, it may become a speedway for drivers.  Chief Darling said he would let his officers know to patrol up there extra and he also asked for residents to call the Police Station and tell them if someone is speeding.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by McCulloch to adopt “Minority Owned Business Enterprises” and “Women Owned Business Enterprises”, as read.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by McCulloch, seconded by Chewens, to adopt Resolution 8-2013 “Grievance Procedure for Americans with Disabilities Act”, as read.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded  by Kozloski, to adopt the revisions to the Village’s “Procurement Policy” by adding CDBG (Community Development Block Grant) requirements.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to appoint Police Officer Eric Colon from part-time status to full-time Police Officer, effective immediately, as this is a lateral transfer.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by Dushane, to appoint Dispatcher Eric Kusminsky as a Police Officer Recruit.  He is sponsored by the Village to go to the Police Academy, and is required to fund his own tuition.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

President Seeley asked the Board to vote on the Brine issue – Local Law No.: 4-2013.  The law was read and voted on.  Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Chewens, to adopt Local Law No.: 4-2013.  AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

This way it is a better way to meter the usage and will be a truer read on what the Town is using.  Trustee Kozloski stated that maybe this meter could be included in the cost of the ‘improvements’ to the project.  Lew O’Connor said that the placement of said meter has been discussed with Delaware Engineering, the project engineers.  President Seeley wants to go ahead and make this request concerning the meter an official request.  Trustee Kozloski said that the Village taxpayers should not foot this bill and possibly see if this could be part of the project.  Seeley said that the Village would be making money on this deal and that he wants the Board to agree to the installation of said meter BEFORE the project starts.  Trustee Dushane said that we should get quotes for the cost of said installation and meter first.  

Pat Ruhk thanked the Board for passing the Brine law.

Nat Prest said that Lew O’Connor and the DPW did a good job on Woodland Avenue.

Dana Hanusik stated that the DPW and Police Department did a great job on the parade – kudos for an excellent job.  He further wondered why the Village and the County couldn’t work together when there are multi events at the point.  Better communication is needed.  

Motion made by Chewens, seconded by McCulloch, to adjourn the meeting and go into executive session.
