Presentation from Liz LoGuidice of Cornell Cooperative Extension and Nancy Richards, with regard to the Village of Catskill Flood Preparedness Guide for Residents and Businesses, which will be a ‘hand-out’ to those affected by the Catskill Creek floodplain.  There is a lot of valuable information on said Guide, and Liz asked for any input and/or sources of information to add to the Guide, as well.  The Guide is in draft form, but hopefully, going to the printer by late October or early November.  

Liz LoGuidice also reminded the Board of the October 15th dinner/meeting being held from 5:30 – 9:00 PM, at the Agroforestry facility in Acra.  Said dinner/meeting pertains to emergency response to flood plan zoning to help municipalities with flood emergency regulations.  

Josh Serra of Cornell University will be here on September 29 with regard to the climate adaptive design studio program being implemented in the Village by Serra and Cornell students.  This is a student project which is a semester long project and same was done in Kingston and said project went well and proved to be a very useful resource.  Mike McGrath with meet with them to show where the storm drains are.  

The Board thanked Liz and Nancy for all their hard work on this project.

Nancy Richards update:
