Presentation from Robert Hoven regarding Cultivate Catskill and their new project which is the Howard Street Slide.  Mr. Hoven showed the Board and public the design for the better part of the Howard Street Slide along with the personalized bricks and gardens.  Shelly Pulver also discussed the America in Bloom program which Catskill was involved in.  Catskill received an honorable mention and got ‘3 blooms’ which falls in the middle of the rating system.  One of the improvements would be to have homeowners take in their garbage cans instead of leaving them out on the street/sidewalk.  Each homeowner should try and improve their yards and clean up any mess or unsightliness.  Along those lines, there will be a Catskill ‘Weed-Out’ Day on November 2nd (rain date 11/3) from 10 AM to 2 PM.  Said Weed-Out Day will be run same as Clean-Up Day where people sign in and are assigned an area to weed.  

Bob Hoven also went on to describe Catskill as unique in that we have three different ‘slides’ in our Village; Summit Avenue Slide, Mott Street Slide and Howard Street Slide.  For the Howard Street Slide they’re hoping to have bulbs (alliums/daffodils) in by November and will work on the ‘plaza’ area at the bottom of the slide where it meets the sidewalk on Main Street.  

The Board thanked Bob Hoven, Shelly Pulver and Cultivate Catskill for all their hard work and mentioned what a fantastic job is being done.
