AGENDA:

PUBLIC HEARING:  for comment on the enactment of a Local Tree Law for the Village of Catskill has been post-poned in order to re-review the proposed law.

Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Smith, to approve payment of audited bills.    AYES: All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Motion made by Kozloski, seconded by Grasse, to approve submitted department reports.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.

Erin Holdridge of Catskill High School/Santa’s Helpers, came to ask the Board if they could ‘tag’ at the Wal Mart intersection on Nov. 17 & 18 from 9 AM to 3 PM.  Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Smith.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Board asked that they please wear safety vests.

Nancy Richards updated the Board:  Alzheimer’s Walk is Saturday 9/29;  Lumberyard Community Day is October 7 from 10 AM to 8 PM.  Board approved the closing of Water Street at the Lumberyard area.

Richards stated that Bill Zwoboda of the Planning Board will be out of commission for 7 weeks and that Mitch Smith will be stepping back for a bit.  There will be a meeting to see who takes over during the absence.

PUBLIC HEARING:  The proposed Moratorium Local Law was read into the Minutes.  This Moratorium will let the Village develop a Master Plan with regard to new development coming in.  The Joint Comprehensive Plan was never signed in 2007 so the Board feels this will help in the process.  The floor was opened for public comment:  Chris Rappleyea stated that this moratorium should be by specific properties, done by section/block/lot; the creek area should be protected by DEC and need to promote the eco-system as it is, but at the same time make sure to protect same.  Sam Aldi said he’s in full support of said moratorium and that we should take our time to be pro-active in updating our local laws and ordinances also.  Sean Meagher spoke that the process should be done for the ENTIRE village so that it encompasses the whole community, but this is a great first step.  Angelo Balsano concurs.  Dennis Templeton asked how did you pick the area for the moratorium?  Seeley answered that the bridge was the limit on the waterfront.  Peter Markou stated that if we could do the whole Village, do it, the Master Plan needs to be for the whole Village.  “Spot” moratoriums worry him.  Gil Bagnell, of the Planning Board, said that we need to careful and need to update.  Try and maximize the land use value.  Moratorium for said area makes sense.  Greg Smith, Trustee, spoke regarding the planner, ELAN, and that Crawford is doing the LWRP (Local Waterfront Revitalization Plan) so let’s avoid duplication of services.  David Everett, Esq., of Whiteman, Osterman & Hanna, LLP, attorneys for the Village with regard to the moratorium, stated that the Public Hearing will stay open for any further comment/letters from the public and that we need to hear from the County regarding the moratorium.  Peter Markou further said that RFPs (Requests for Proposals) for master planners should be done.  Need to get new ‘eyes’ on the works.  Dana Hanusik and if the moratorium was only for current projects and told yes, for new construction only.  He further stated that what needs to be addressed are the water/sewer issues.  An extensive report has been done in this regard from West Main to Main Streets.  Seeley further stated that we need to build our infrastructure to meet the needs of the Village.  Nancy Richards said that the LWRP will include three (3) public hearings and that it is important for residents to come and be involved.  John DelVecchio asked if existing businesses could expand, and was told that yes, as long as they go through the proper process.  Seeley said that it would be a case-by-case basis.  Bill Leone asked if the monestary property is included.  Trustee Kosloski said that they should extend the parcels to include the Mt. T-Shirts property.  Trustee Dushane was in favor of moratorium.  Seeley asked the Board if they felt that they needed to extend the moratorium to include Mt. T-Shirts; Smith said he was ok with what was included.  Grasse said that it may not be a bad idea to include this property.  Dave Everett, Esq. stated that this is a temporary moratorium and that when the Comprehensive Master Plan is done, it will include all of the Village.  Trustees agreed on the temporary moratorium as read.  There is an OPEN WRITTEN period from September 27 to October 4 with comments being sent to the Clerk’s office.  Motion made by Smith, seconded by Grasse, to close the Public Hearing.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  

Ann Gibbons asked that the Catskill Housing Authority not use her name or recommend her for any part of the Board.  Seeley stated that the Catskill Housing Authority Board is a volunteer group.  A letter was received from their Board saying that the whole Board resigned.  Nina Krupski, Executive Director, asked the Village Board to assign new members.  Seeley said that this is not fair a new Board to come in and asked if the current Board of Erica Brantley, Patrick McCulloch, Kim Jones Holt; and Lauise Schwartz, could be reinstated.  Dushane asked who the fifth person is and was told that the need a Village resident.  Motion made by Dushane, seconded by Smith, to reinstate the Catskill Mountain Housing Authority Board.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  

Seeley read the request from the Village Justice office to apply for JCAP grant.  The amount applied for is $14,828.74, which is for office furniture, safe, air conditioners and an indoor custom chairlift for the stairs.  Motion made by Smith, seconded by Kozloski, for the Village Justice office to apply for said JCAP Grant.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  

Patrick McCulloch of the Catskill Fire Department asked the Board to accept the Wells Communications quote for new radios.  Kozloski said that the fire department has the money already in their budget, since the Scott AirPaks just need to have their air bottles replaced, and not replaced overall.  

Nancy Richards thanked the DPW and Police Department for their help with the farm-to-table dinner, the Cat Auction, as well as the Food Truck day.  The Cat Auction raised $68,000.

Motion made by Smith, seconded by Dushane, to hire Matt Buono as a part-time police officer.  AYES:  All Trustees present.  Motion carried.  Grasse stated that Buono is a good candidate.

Trustee Kozloski asked if anyone cared if he removed the yews at the triangle garden he and his wife, Susan, have been maintaining for years.  Kozloski also thanked Mark Deyo, who retired from DPW, for his years of service.
